The programis designed to neet three mmjor objectives: (1) an integrated study of
several areas of communication

with special attention to theory and principles; (2) the devel opnment of basic
scholarly and technical comunication

skills, and (3) the devel opment of professional values through an understandi ng of
ethical issues in conmunication

The objectives are net by courses focusing on the process and effects of various

ki nds of communication, by those

whi ch devel op particular skills (for exanple, courses in media witing and acting),
and by history and anal ysis

courses dealing with a variety of conmunication issues. The skills courses, in
particul ar, are designed to help

students prepare for professional careers.

Students select an area of concentration (nedia, conmunication or theatre), but have
contact with the other areas

t hrough required and el ective courses. This acconplishes a major purpose of the
program that of providing a degree

of specialization within a general comunication curriculum In addition, the content
of the program s courses

draws students' attention to the nany connections between comruni cati on and the
content of other disciplines in the

Col | ege.
