Polices & Agreement for Dormitories

Summary of Important Housing Policies:

Saint Norbert College (SNC) is a “residential college.”  This means that all students live in College dormitories (residence halls) until their last year of college or reach age 22.  Other policies include:

· The Office of Residential Life will assign a dormitory room to all new students.  Usually this will be a “double” room shared with a student from the U.S. or a different foreign country.  
· Year 2 and beyond:  students and their friends may request to share a room in one of the College dormitories or apartments.
· Students may not move off campus until their housing contract expires at the end of the academic year in May.  

· Students are not required to live on campus during the summer.  Summer dormitory rooms cost about $45 per week (double room).
· Students pay an extra fee to stay on campus during winter break and some holidays, and during summer.  This fee is about $7 per day or $45 each week.

· Married students and students who have family or relatives in the area may live with their family and are not required to live on campus.  

· St. Norbert College does not have married student housing.  

· The College and the ESL program do not arrange homestay living with families.  

· ESL students over the age of 22 who request to live in a residence hall (dormitory) agree to stay in a College residence hall until they leave the ESL program or until the end of the academic school year in May, whichever comes first.  They also agree to follow all residence hall rules while they live in a College dormitory.

Exceptions to these policies can only be made by the director of Residential Life Office at St. Norbert College.  A complete list of all Residence Hall policies is given to students when they arrive on campus.  

Residence Hall (Dormitory) Agreement:

I have read and understand the summary of residence hall policies.  I hereby request to live in a St. Norbert College residence hall (dormitory).  I agree to follow all residence hall (dormitory) policies, and I agree to pay all residence hall fees until I leave the ESL program or until the end of the academic school year in May, whichever comes first.
