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HISTORY:  Early in the Spring Semester of 1985-1986, Beth Maren, Chair of the Class of '86 Gift Committee, invited Ken Zahorski, then Director of Faculty Development, to a Committee meeting for the purpose of establishing a class gift designed to promote student-faculty scholarly, pedagogical, artistic, and curricular collaborations.  Out of this and other such planning sessions, the concept of "Project '86: The Ultimate Partnership" was born.


To help the dream of "Project '86" become reality, each member of the senior class was invited to donate $86.00 over a three-year period.  On June 30, 1990, the date marking the end of that three-year period, the Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund principal had generated sufficient interest to provide a $1,000.00 award for 1990-1991.  Thus, thanks to the generosity of the Class of '86 the SNC academic community was provided with another in-house funding source from which to draw.


Since Dr. Tim Flood, Associate Professor of Geology, and James Sullivan, a SNC Natural Science major, received the first Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund award in October, 1991, the Fund has grown considerably, thanks to the generosity of the F.W. Olin Foundation.  Citing our institution as a "center of academic excellence," the Foundation awarded a $100,000.00 grant to SNC in the fall of 1991 for the purpose of supporting faculty development in general, and joint student-faculty learning partnerships in particular.  The addition of Olin Grant monies to the initial "Project '86" gift has provided the OFD with the monetary support needed to make available several $1,000.00 Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund grants each year.  In 2010, the Faculty Development Committee began partnering with The Collaborative to expand opportunities for student-faculty collaboration.

The Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund is a unique and exciting growth opportunity promising substantial benefits for students, faculty, and the institution as a whole.  
STUDENT-FACULTY DEVELOPMENT ENDOWMENT FUND:  2011-2012

The Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund is designed to encourage and support joint student-faculty scholarly, creative, artistic, and teaching-learning enhancement projects.  The intent is to foster projects that strive toward original scholarly or pedagogical insights, new interpretations or applications of existing knowledge, or the creation of new works.  
The Faculty Development Committee and The Collaborative has determined that the ideal collaboration replaces the traditional archetypes of teacher and student with a partnership where the faculty and student are sharing ideas with each other and working together on a joint project.  This collaboration triggers a four-step learning process:

1. The identification and acquisition of a disciplinary or interdisciplinary methodology;
2. The setting out of a concrete investigative or interpretive problem;
3. The carrying out of the actual project;
4. The public sharing of the project results.

The Faculty Development Committee and The Collaborative recognize that scholarship is different across disciplines, and we welcome applications from all divisions.   

A specially created Awards Subcommittee comprised of representatives from the Faculty Development Committee, The Collaborative, and students reviews proposals written by the student-faculty collaborative teams.  

Awards are made annually.  This year, ten $1,000 awards will be available: six from the endowed fund and an additional four from the Dean’s Office that identified one-time dollars to supplement this funding source in 2011-2012.
ELIGIBILITY

All full-time, tenure track SNC faculty (as described in the Faculty Handbook, Article I, Section 1, page 1-4) and students are eligible to apply for Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund awards.  Anyone serving on the awards subcommittee may not apply for funding. 
Application deadline - October 3, 2011, 4:30 p.m. and may be submitted electronically (facdev@snc.edu) or in paper form.  Applications received after 4:30 will not be considered for funding.  
APPLICATION PROCESS
1) Applications for a Student-Faculty Development Endowment award must include two parts:

A. The Title page is an electronic form provided by the Office of Faculty Development.
B. The Proposal includes a faculty narrative, student narrative, timetable, budget and C/V or resume.  Keep in mind that the Committee may not be familiar with your specific field of study, so please be clear and thorough in your explanation.  Each participant needs to submit a unique narrative adhering to the guidelines provided.  
1) Faculty Narrative:  To be completed by faculty with student input (2-4 pages)

a) Genesis and description of project or activity;

b) Collaborative Nature of the Project.  Describe how the project is collaborative (see page 1 for definition).  Please indicate the specific responsibilities of the faculty for the collaboration, and how the student will be integrated into the process;

c) Projected outcomes  (Please specify: performance, exhibition, publication, presentation, new course, enhanced instructional skills, etc.);

d) Significance and originality of the work  (e.g., Does it improve either teaching-learning or the curriculum?  Does it advance scholarship?  What is its potential impact?);

e) Applicability  (Explain the value of your proposal in relation to your personal and professional growth and to the betterment of the academic programs of the College.);

f) Method of evaluation  (Other than completion of the project, what will be the primary indicators of success?  How do you propose to assess the success of your project or activity?).

g) If you are the faculty partner on more than one application, please rank your applications in order of funding preference.  If the committee receives more qualified applications than it is able to fund, your rankings may be used in the decision making process.

h) If you are under a 12 month contract, address how you will accomplish your administrative duties in addition to the responsibilities of this grant.
2) Student Narrative:  To be completed by student with faculty input (2-4 pages)

a) Genesis and description of project or activity;

b) Collaborative Nature of the Project.  Describe how the project is collaborative (see page 1 for definition).  Please indicate the specific responsibilities of the student for the collaboration, and how the faculty will be integrated into the process;
c) Projected outcomes (Please specify: performance, exhibition, publication, presentation, new course, enhanced knowledge of a field, improved research skills, etc.);

d) Significance and originality of the work (e.g., Does it improve either teaching-learning or the curriculum?  Does it advance scholarship?  What is its potential impact?);

e) Applicability (Explain the value of your proposal in relation to your personal and academic growth, and to your personal and professional goals.);

f) Method of evaluation (Other than completion of the project, what will be the primary indicators of success?  How do you propose to assess the success of your project or activity?).

g) If the student is studying abroad during any portion of this project, explain how the project will be carried forward.

3) Timetable:  Identify key phases of the project, the specific work to be completed during each phase, and the projected completion dates; also give an accounting of how the project will be carried out if the student partner is scheduled to graduate before the project's scheduled termination date.

4) Budget:  Submit a detailed budget for expenses, and a statement—if applicable—of current or pending support either from other College funds or from external sources.

a) Fund monies may be taken in the form of student work hours and/or may be placed in an expense account.  The collaborative team will decide how the monies will be allocated.  Only students can receive work hours.
b) Students requesting work hours who are currently receiving financial aid should check with the Financial Aid Office to determine how a monetary award might affect their financial aid package.
c) Receipts for all expenditures should be promptly turned in to the Faculty Development Office Manager, Gayle Lenz.  The deadline for all outstanding expense receipts is April 23, 2012.

5) Current Vita/Resume:  Both faculty member and student should submit their qualifications for the project.

SELECTION CRITERIA
The proposals will be judged using the following criteria (listed in order of importance):

1) Quality of the proposal (e.g., clarity of objectives and methodology; reasonable timetable; carefully formulated plan for carrying out the project, as well as for evaluating its results);

2) Significance of the project (i.e., to the collaborative team, to the SNC academic program, to the wider academic community);

3) Quantity of work remaining on the project;

a) Likelihood of completing the project, or a significant component of it, within the time frame specified in the proposal;

b) Ordinarily the student’s work on the project should not be done for course credit; if the project is to be done for course credit, the applicants must provide documentation (e.g., syllabus, projected outcomes, timetable) which distinguishes

 the project from a regular independent study, thesis, or classroom experience;

4) Probability of success.

5) If the faculty member is partnering on more than one grant application, the Committee asks for the faculty partner to rank the applications in order of funding preference.  If the Committee receives more qualified applications than it is able to fund, the faculty rankings may be used in the decision making process.

ADMINISTRATION

Applications will be judged and the awards will be made by the Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund Awards Subcommittee.  The Awards Subcommittee is comprised of representatives from the Faculty Development Committee, The Collaborative, and students, and the Faculty Development Committee student representative serves as Chair. Award recipients will be notified on or before November 18, 2011.

1) The Director of Faculty Development will accept applications and administer the awards, but will not be involved in judging proposals.

2) Recipients of Student-Faculty Development Endowment Fund awards will submit a brief 

(1-2 page) written report to the Director of Faculty Development on the work accomplished under the grant. The report is due July 9, 2012 and should include an evaluation of the project or activity, a summary of budget expenditures, and if your application indicated that approval by the IRB or IACUC was necessary, a copy of that approval.  The Director of Faculty Development will review all reports.  In order to remain eligible for subsequent applications all recipients must file final reports.
