Now that each resident has received a room
assignment, planning can begin for move in

-Futon [or other furniture] -Rugs
-Cleaning habits -Microwave
-Lofts -TV

-Sharing food, clothes, dishes, etc...

Decorating Guidelines

A strips and poster putty can be used to hold up\

posters in rooms. Duct tape, nails, brads, screws,
and tacks are not allowed in Residence Hall
rooms. Residents are not allowed to paint their
rooms or any furniture provided by the College.

Refrigerators must be less than 4 cubic feet and
only one is allowed per room.

Helpful Hints
Internet & Cable Access

Bergstrom, Mad/ Lor, and Sensenbrenner Halls
are all wireless. Students can also purchase a
computer network cable from the College
bookstore (can be purchased new or used) or
from a computer distributor. A cable of 15 to
30 feet is recommended for a student room.
Technology Support Services can supply the
cable cord free of charge for TV access. A
variety of other technology is available
through TSS located in JMS.

Laundry

Each load costs $1.25 and is paid using Custom
Cash. Using the LaundryView monitoring system,
students can monitor the status of washers and
dryers in laundry rooms across campus from a
computer.
