Preparation for Christ the King 
Readings for Mass on  

Sunday, November 22, 2009 
 

The First Reading: The First Reading from Daniel 
may sound familiar. That’s because we recently heard 
it in another context—the Transfiguration of the 
Lord. God is seated on a throne, like a great and 
powerful king; and the Son of man comes before him 
to receive “dominion, glory, and kingship” (Daniel 
7:14). His power embraces “all peoples, nations, and 
languages” (ibid.), and his kingship will last forever. 
In this reading, which Christians have long associated 
with Jesus, we see Christ in his glory. 
Second Reading: The New Testament readings add 
another layer to the imagery of power we get in the 
First Reading. The reading from Revelation draws 
heavily on imagery from the book of Daniel. Jesus is 
described as “the faithful witness, the firstborn of the 
dead and ruler of the kings of the earth” (Revelation 
1:5). He has won his kingship not by power, but by 
love, by giving his blood for us. In order to make us 
into a “kingdom” of priests, offering praise to God 
(1:6). When this king comes on the earth, he will bear 
the wounds of his voluntary suffering, and “even 
those who pierced him” (1:7) will behold him. The 
reading ends with words that express God’s power 
over time itself, words that are echoed in the liturgy 
of the Easter Vigil: “I am the Alpha and the 
Omega,...the one who is and who was and who is to 
come” (1:8). 
Gospel: The Gospel takes us back to Holy Week. In the 
acclamation, it is Palm Sunday, and we shout “blessed 
is the kingdom of our father David that is to 
come!” (Mark 11:10). In the Gospel, we move to Good 
Friday, as we read from Pilate’s interrogation of Jesus 
in John’s narrative. Pilate has heard the accusations of 
the priests and scribes, and he wants to know the facts. 
Is Jesus the so called “King of the Jews,” or not (John 
18:33)? It is clear to this cunning leader that Jesus 
poses a political threat; otherwise, why would his own 
people have handed him over? Pilate utterly fails to 
understand Jesus’ answer: “My kingdom does not 
belong to this world...my kingdom is not here” (John 
18:36). The literal minded Pilate cannot see that the 
man who stands before him is indeed a king or 
paradox: his rule comes through obedience to his 
Father, his riches through self-emptying, his glory 
through suffering.
