The St. Norbert Ambassador of Peace is an individual who exemplifies St Norbert’s commitment to reconciliation and peacemaking, an individual who demonstrates the qualities of a peacemaker in a consistent and outstanding manner: respect for persons, promotion of dialogue, nonviolent conflict resolution, reconciliation and forgiveness.

Eligibility:  

1. Any person within or outside the College community may be nominated as an Ambassador of Peace.

2. The nominee will have demonstrated sustained commitment to Christian peace building in the spirit of St. Norbert at an individual or community level (i.e., within an organization).  This may be demonstrated through scholarly research and publication; through peace education; through practical applications of conflict resolution skills; through nonviolent direct action, reconciliation and forgiveness, and many other applications.

3. The nominee’s commitment to peace will pervade other involvements whether in the work setting or in volunteerism.

Deadlines:

1. Nominations will be received through February 26.  The nominator should submit:

· A letter of nomination regarding the nominee’s peacemaking endeavors;

· Biographical information about the nominee;

· Two names of references who know the nominee’s work;

2. Applications will be reviewed by the Subcommittee and a selection made by March 12.  

3. Recommendation for the Ambassador of Peace Award will be made to the Vice President for Mission and Heritage by March 26.  

4. The Award will be bestowed by the College at an appropriate event during Mission and Heritage Days in October.
