+ Cumulative GPA of at least 2.5;

+ Commitment to volunteer 6 months with a qualified service organization upon
graduation.

All SNC students meeting the criteria are encouraged to apply.

2. Complete The Henke Peace and Justice Fund Senior Service Award application and
return it to the SNC Peace and Justice Center by April 30.

3. Submit a statement on separate paper describing personal strengths and interests
related to Peace and Justice issues and involvement in such activity.

4. Request a current official transcript of grades and credits to be sent by the Registrar’s
Office directly to the Director of the Peace and Justice Center.

5. Submit two personal references, at least one of which should be a SNC Faculty/Staff
member. References should be sent directly to the Director of the Peace and Justice
Center.

6. Submit a letter from the service organization showing your acceptance into their
volunteer program.

7. The Senior Service Award recipient will be notified by letter by May 15.

Special Note:

The $1000 Scholarship is neither based on financial need, nor should it amend any financial assistance already awarded
to the candidate(s).

Provided all other requirements are met, candidates who have declared a minor in Peace and Justice studies shall be
given first consideration.

No graduating SNC student is precluded from applying.
