- valid passport 

- official letter of acceptance from UCC 

- letter of financial support from your university, if 

relevant, confirming that  you have sufficient funds for 

your Study Abroad period at UCC 

On arrival in 

Cork 

We recommend that you go directly to your accommodation. 

Bear in mind that there are no zip codes, so a typical postal 

address might look like “Apartment 1C, Farranlea Hall, Victoria 

Cross, Cork.” This should be more than enough information for 

a taxi driver to find your new home.
