Two of us went  to 
Daystar, a special care facility for medically delicate  infants. They provide care for newborns to age three. We had 
the pleasure of playing with the children and doing necessary �ling.  Two of us went to Hope Hall, a school 
for childen with learning disabilities. They assisted in a third grade classroom. They paid special attention 
to a certain child who needed individual help.  This school was actually run by a Sister of St. Joseph, 
where we stayed.  Another two of us worked at a soup kitchen. We helped prepare and serve food, along 
with chatting with the regulars. After �nishing with the soup kitchen, we went with Sister Lorraine to pay 
visits to the shut-ins and lonely.  Another two of us worked at St. Joe’s Neighborhood Center which o�ers 
services for the working uninsured. We did some odd jobs and went along with a social worker during their calls. 
Another two of us worked at Holy Family, which is a school in the inner city. We assisted in �rst and third grade 
classrooms and helped out in their Extended Care program for kindergarteners to �rst grade. One of us assisted 
at St. Monica’s, another inner city school. He assisted in the computer lab, gym, and the classroom. 

The Sisters of St. Joseph, where we stayed, are amazing, wonderful people and words can do them no justice. 
Emily Anderson described the sisters perfectly when she said, “What I Ioved most about the staying with the 
sisters was how loving and nurturing the environment was.” They were so welcoming and kind to us that they 
made us feel right at home. The Sisters of St. Joseph are quite unique in the fact that they have non-traditional 
jobs, some are teachers or nurses while others are real-estate agents or  a surgeon. We owe our inspirational trip
to these extraordinary women who transformed forever our percepetion of a Sister. They made a Sister seem 
human and spiritual.
