Junior guard Brandon Gries is scor-
ing 14.2 points per game, while sen-
ior forward Paul Appleton is scor-
ing 8.1 points per game. Freshman
forward Izaiah Anderson, the
Nicolet National Bank Tournament
MVP, is scoring an average of 7.5
points per game with a team-high
7.1 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 70.3 points per game, and is
shooting 45.8 percent from the
floor, 36.5 percent on 3-pointers and
71.4 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 61.1 points per game while
shooting 41.5 percent from the
floor, 34.5 percent on 3-pointers and
71.5 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Scots:

Monmouth enters the game 3-9
overall and is 2-5 in the Midwest
Conference. The Scots are coming
off an 84-57 non-conference win
over Blackburn on Wednesday.
Monmouth owns conference wins
of 65-63 over lllinois College on
Nov. 28 and 86-61 over Knox on
Dec. 16.

The Scots, who have featured
three freshmen starters recently,
have one player averaging double
figures in scoring. Senior center
Wes Dukeman is tallying 14.6
points per game and is grabbing 6.5
rebounds per game. Senior forward
Mike DeDecker is averaging 9.3
points per game, while freshman
guard Jon Calhoun is connecting
for 9.2 points per game.

Monmouth is averaging 70.9
points per game while shooting
42 .2 percent from the floor, 25.4 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 78.3 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-
ing 76.8 points per game while
shooting 44.8 percent from the
floor, 35.2 percent on 3-pointers and
70.7 percent at the free-throw line.

Building a Winner:

In his first six seasons, head coach
Gary Grzesk turned the St. Norbert
men’s basketball program into a
conference champion that remains
near the top of the Midwest
Conference standings.

St. Norbert’s 20 wins in 2011

marked just the fourth time in
school history it won at least that
many in a season. The Green
Knights won 21 games twice (1984
and 2002) and a school-record 23
games in 2010.

St. Norbert’s 77-25 record from
2009 to 2012 marks the best four-
year total in school history.

Since starting the 2007-08 season
2-5, St. Norbert is a solid 96-33. St.
Norbert reached its highest national
ranking in the 13-year history of the
D3hoops.com Top 25 with a No. 6
ranking the week of Dec. 6, 2010.

St. Norbert’s 16 wins last season
gave the Green Knights a stretch of
four consecutive seasons with at
least 15 wins, the first time in school
history that has happened.

St. Norbert’s string of five straight
years with at least 10 Midwest
Conference wins is also the best
mark in school history.

WIAC Wisdom:

St. Norbert’s 66-55 win over UW-
Whitewater last Sunday gives the
Green Knights a 2-0 mark against
the Wisconsin Intercollegiate
Athletic Conference this season.
The Green Knights also topped
UW-Oshkosh 79-49 on Nov. 15.

In the past five seasons, St.
Norbert is 7-3 against the WIAC,
and is 7-1 against the league in the
regular season. Two of those wins
came against teams in the top six in
the D3hoops.com Top 25 - last
Sunday’s win over No. 6
Whitewater and a 70-68 win over
No. 1 UW-Platteville on Dec. 30,
2009.

St. Norbert will face Whitewater
again later this season in a rare
February non-conference game on
Feb. 2 at Kachel Fieldhouse in
Whitewater.

Jump Shots:

* - In Gary Grzesk’s 158-game
tenure at St. Norbert, the Green
Knights have held their opponent
to 50 points or less 25 times, going
25-0 in those games.

* - St. Norbert is 0-2 this season
and was 4-5 last season when allow-
ing 70 points or more.
