forge a four-way tie for first place in
the Midwest Conference standings
along with Beloit, Carroll and
Grinnell.

Junior guard Brandon Gries and
sophomore forward Andrew
Schwoerer both share the team
scoring lead at 14.5 points per
game. Schwoerer is shooting 57.1
percent from the floor and is aver-
aging 5.4 rebounds per game.
Senior forward Paul Appleton is
averaging 8.2 points per game,
while freshman forward Izaiah
Anderson is averaging 7.3 points
and a team-high 7.4 rebounds per
game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 69.7 points per game, and is
shooting 44.9 percent from the
floor, 36.0 percent on 3-pointers and
69.9 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 60.3 points per game while
shooting 42.1 percent from the
floor, 35.6 percent on 3-pointers and
70.5 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters the game 6-7 overall
and 4-4 in the Midwest Conference.
The Red Hawks snapped a modest
two-game losing streak with a 91-82
win over Knox Saturday at Storzer
Center.

Senior guard Taylor Koth paces
the Red Hawks in scoring and
rebounding at 24.7 points and 9.7
caroms per game. Koth has either
led or shared the team lead in
points in the last 12 games. Senior
forward Andy Popp is averaging
10.5 points and 5.2 rebounds per
game. Junior forward Brad Brooks
is scoring 9.7 points per game with
6.2 rebounds per game.

Ripon is averaging 72.5 points per
game while shooting 43.1 percent
from the floor, 29.6 percent on 3-
pointers and 75.3 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 76.4
points per game while shooting
45.1 percent from the floor, 34.6 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 69.0 percent
at the free-throw line.

Building a Winner:

In his first six seasons, head coach
Gary Grzesk turned the St. Norbert
men’s basketball program into a
conference champion that remains
near the top of the Midwest
Conference standings.

St. Norbert’s 20 wins in 2011
marked just the fourth time in
school history it won at least that
many in a season. The Green
Knights won 21 games twice (1984
and 2002) and a school-record 23
games in 2010.

St. Norbert’s 77-25 record from
2009 to 2012 marks the best four-
year total in school history.

Since starting the 2007-08 season
2-5, St. Norbert is a solid 97-33. St.
Norbert reached its highest national
ranking in the 13-year history of the
D3hoops.com Top 25 with a No. 6
ranking the week of Dec. 6, 2010.

St. Norbert’s 16 wins last season
gave the Green Knights a stretch of
four consecutive seasons with at
least 15 wins, the first time in school
history that has happened.

St. Norbert’s string of five straight
years with at least 10 Midwest
Conference wins is also the best
mark in school history.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is allowing a
Midwest Conference-best 60.3
points per game, well ahead of
Illinois College’s 69.6 points per
game. Omitting St. Norbert’s 105
points allowed to Grinnell on Dec.
8, the Green Knights are allowing
just 55.8 points per game this sea-
son.

* - St. Norbert is eighth in the
Midwest Conference in free-throw
percentage at 69.9 percent.

* - In Gary Grzesk’s 159-game
tenure at St. Norbert, the Green
Knights have held their opponent
to 50 points or less 25 times, going
25-0 in those games.

* - St. Norbert is 0-2 this season
and was 4-5 last season when allow-
ing 70 points or more.
