game. Sophomore forward Andrew
Schwoerer pumped in a career-high
29 points against Grinnell and is
netting 15.0 points per game while
shooting 57.8 percent from the
floor. Senior forward Paul Appleton
is averaging 8.3 points per game.
St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 71.8 points per game, and is
shooting 45.5 percent from the
floor, 32.1 percent on 3-pointers and
76.1 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 67.0 points per game while
shooting 43.2 percent from the
floor, 36.0 percent on 3-pointers and
76.1 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Vikings:

Lawrence enters the St. Norbert
game at 4-4 overall and is 3-2 in the
Midwest Conference. The Vikings
dropped their most recent outing, a
76-65 non-conference loss at
Elmhurst on Wednesday. Lawrence
won its last MWC game with a 79-
70 home win over Cornell last
Saturday:.

Junior forward Davis DeWolfe
leads the Vikings in scoring at 13.9
points per game. Junior guard Chris
Siebert is netting 12.7 points per
game, while senior forward Conor
Klusendorf is registering 10.6
points and 5.9 rebounds per game.
Sophomore guard Ryan DePouw is
averaging 9.6 points and 5.1
rebounds per game.

Lawrence is averaging 74.5 points
per game while shooting 48.9 per-
cent from the floor, 41.8 percent on
3-pointers and 66.0 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 73.5
points per game while shooting
46.2 percent from the floor, 45.3 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 72.0 percent
at the free-throw line.

Building a Winner:

In his first six seasons, head coach
Gary Grzesk turned the St. Norbert
men’s basketball program into a
conference champion that remains
near the top of the Midwest
Conference standings.

St. Norbert’s 20 wins in 2011
marked just the fourth time in
school history it won at least that
many in a season. The Green

Knights won 21 games twice (1984
and 2002) and a school-record 23
games in 2010.

St. Norbert’s 77-25 record from
2009 to 2012 marks the best four-
year total in school history.

Since starting the 2007-08 season
2-5, St. Norbert is a solid 92-33. St.
Norbert reached its highest national
ranking in the 13-year history of the
D3hoops.com Top 25 with a No. 6
ranking the week of Dec. 6, 2010.

St. Norbert’s 16 wins last season
gave the Green Knights a stretch of
four consecutive seasons with at
least 15 wins, the first time in school
history that has happened.

St. Norbert’s string of five straight
years with at least 10 Midwest
Conference wins is also the best
mark in school history.

Bouncing Back:

Starting with the 2009-10 season,
St. Norbert’s men’s basketball pro-
gram has been very resilient follow-
ing a loss. The Green Knights are
16-2 in the last three-plus seasons in
their next game following a loss.

St. Norbert’s last two-game losing
streak came last season, when the
Green Knights lost to UW-La
Crosse 78-57 and then fell at Carroll
74-64.

The Green Knights” only other
consecutive losses in that stretch
were a 79-65 setback to Grinnell and
a 57-52 loss at home to Beloit during
the 2010-11 season.

St. Norbert is 2-0 this season
when following a loss, and was 7-1
last season the next game after a
defeat. The Green Knights were 4-1
in 2010-11 and 3-0 in 2009-10.

Jump Shots:

* - In Gary Grzesk’s 154-game
tenure at St. Norbert, the Green
Knights have held their opponent
to 50 points or less 24 times, going
24-0 in those games.

* - St. Norbert is 0-2 this season
and was 4-5 last season when allow-
ing 70 points or more.
