St. Norbert College Green Knights Men’s Basketball Preview
No. 18 St. Norbert College (3-1, 1-0) at Grinnell College (6-0, 3-0)

Game Overview:

St. Norbert faces a key Midwest Conference game when it travels to
Grinnell Saturday. The Green Knights eked past the Pioneers by one game
for last season’s Midwest Conference title.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Grinnell 23-16 in an all-time series dating back to the
1983-84 season. The Green Knights are 7-13 all-time at Grinnell in the
series, and are 1-6 in their last seven games there. St. Norbert’s last win at
Grinnell came in a 107-96 triumph on Jan. 17, 2009.

Last Meeting:

Grinnell topped St. Norbert 104-99 in overtime on Feb. 9, 2013 at Darby
Gym in Grinnell, Iowa. Andrew Schwoerer had 26 points for St. Norbert,
while Jack Whalen added 18 points and Brandon Gries 17. Luke Yeager fin-
ished with 31 points for Grinnell, while Griffin Lentsch added 21 points
and Patrick Maher 14. St. Norbert shot 56.7 percent from the floor, while
Grinnell shot 42.9 percent from the floor overall, but was 17-for-28 (60.7
percent) from inside the three-point arc.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Gary Grzesk (UW-Green Bay, 1996) is 123-55 in his
eighth season in De Pere. He was 51-31 in three seasons at Lakeland before
arriving at St. Norbert to give him an overall mark of 174-86.

Grinnell coach David Arseneault (Colby, 1976) is 317-241 in his 25th sea-
son in Grinnell.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert, ranked No. 18 in this week’s D3hoops.com Top 25, enters
Saturday’s game at 3-1 overall and 1-0 in the Midwest Conference. The
Green Knights won their league opener on Wednesday with a 71-56 tri-
umph over Lake Forest at Schuldes Sports Center in De Pere.

Senior guard Brandon Gries leads
the Green Knights at 17.8 points per
game, and is also grabbing a team-
high 8.3 rebounds per game. Senior
guard Kam Cerroni is averaging
13.5 points per game while shoot-
ing 45.5 percent from beyond the
three-point arc. Junior guard Austin
Elliott comes off the bench to aver-
age 9.5 points and 4.5 rebounds per
game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 74.2 points per game, and is
shooting 46.7 percent from the
floor, 33.3 percent on 3-pointers and
80.4 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 62.5 points per game while
shooting 37.3 percent from the
floor, 30.4 percent on 3-pointers and
70.3 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Pioneers:

Grinnell enters Saturday’s game
unblemished at 6-0 overall and 3-0
in the Midwest Conference. The
Pioneers picked up a 122-92 win
over Monmouth at home this past
Wednesday. Grinnell also gained
MWC wins at Illinois College 132-
126 on Nov. 23 and 128-120 at Beloit
on Nov. 30.

Junior guard Jack Taylor is aver-
aging 45.0 points per game, and is
shooting 41.1 percent (51-for-124)
from beyond the three-point arc.
Senior guard Patrick Maher is aver-
aging 16.8 points per game, while
junior guard Luke Yeager averag-
ing 14.8 points per game. Senior for-
ward Aaron Levin is averaging 12.5
points per game and grabs a team-
high 6.0 rebounds per game.

Grinnell is scoring an average of
131.2 points per game, and is shoot-
ing 47.4 percent from the floor, 36.9
percent on 3-pointers and 73.9 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 106.5 points per game while
shooting 61.0 percent from the
floor, 32.8 percent on 3-pointers and
62.2 percent at the free-throw line.

Building a Winner:

In his first seven seasons, head
coach Gary Grzesk turned the St.
Norbert men’s basketball program
into an annual contender for the

Midwest Conference champi-
onship, winning the MWC title
three times in the last four seasons.

The Green Knights have won 20
games three times in the last four
years under Grzesk. In the
program’s previous 86 seasons, St.
Norbert had 20-win seasons just
twice.

St. Norbert’s 20 wins in 2013
marked just the fifth time in school
history it won at least that many in
a season. The Green Knights won 21
games twice (1984 and 2002) and a
school-record 23 games in 2010. St.
Norbert also won 20 games in 2011.

St. Norbert’s 77-25 record from
2009 to 2012 marks the best four-
year total in school history.

Since starting the 2007-08 season
2-5, St. Norbert is a solid 112-37. St.
Norbert reached its highest national
ranking in the 13-year history of the
D3hoops.com Top 25 with a No. 6
ranking the week of Dec. 6, 2010.

“DeGriesing” the Glass:

St. Norbert senior guard Brandon
Gries entered the 2013-14 season
with just three career games of 10
rebounds. In each of his last two
games - a loss to UW-Whitewater
and a win over Lake Forest - Gries
has pulled down 11 rebounds.

Gries currently shares the
Midwest Conference lead in
rebounding with Cornell’s Nick
Bobb at 8.3 caroms per game. Gries’
6.5 defensive rebounds per game
leads the Midwest Conference.

Gries’ 33 rebounds is 22.1 percent
of St. Norbert’s 149 rebounds this
season.

Gries also enters Saturday’s game
with 903 career points.

Jump Shots:

* - Grinnell, obviously, leads the
Midwest Conference in scoring at
131.2 points per game. St. Norbert
paces the Midwest Conference in
defense at 62.5 points per game.

* - The Green Knights field-goal
percentage defense of 37.3 percent
and three-point field-goal percent-
age defense of 30.4 percent lead the
Midwest Conference.
