The Series:
Ripon holds a 60-52 series lead over St. Norbert in a spirited rivalry dat-

ing back to the 1932-33 season. The Green Knights have narrowed the gap
by winning 15 of the last 17 meetings over the last seven seasons. 

Last Meeting:
St. Norbert defeated Ripon 78-62 on Feb. 19, 2014 at Storzer Center in

Ripon. The Green Knights jumped out to a 45-32 halftime lead to take con-
trol. Andrew Schwoerer came off the bench to leads the Green Knights with
23 points. Brandon Gries added 21 points and Austin Elliott 15 points for
St. Norbert. Ty Sabin was the only Red Hawk to reach double figures with
23 points.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Gary Grzesk (UW-Green Bay, 1996) is 149-56 in his

ninth season in De Pere. He was 51-31 in three seasons at Lakeland before
arriving at St. Norbert to give him an overall mark of 200-87.

Ripon coach Ryan Kane (St. Norbert, 1999) is 31-21 in his third season in
Ripon.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert, which has won 27 of its last 28 games dating back to last sea-

son, enters the game 4-0 overall and 2-0 in the Midwest Conference. The
Green Knights, ranked No. 24 in the D3hoops.com Top 25, are coming off
grueling 111-103 triple-overtime win over Lake Forest last Tuesday in Lake
Forest, Ill.

St. Norbert College Green Knights Men’s Basketball Preview

No. 24 St. Norbert College (4-0, 2-0) at Ripon College (3-1, 1-0)

Senior forward Andrew
Schwoerer, this week’s reigning
Midwest Conference Player of the
Week, scored a career-high 31
points against Lake Forest.
Schwoerer is averaging 18.3 points
and 10.5 rebounds per game. Senior
guard Austin Elliott is averaging
15.5 points per game, while senior
center Steven Hofacker is totaling
13.8 points and 7.0 rebounds per
game. Junior forward Bryan Dalton,
who had a career-high 28 points
against Lake Forest, is netting 12.3
points and 6.3 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 82.2 points per game, and is
shooting 52.6 percent from the
floor, 43.9 percent on 3-pointers and
76.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 66.2 points per game while
shooting 38.7 percent from the
floor, 33.3 percent on 3-pointers and
75.9 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Red Hawks:
Ripon enters the game 3-1 overall

and 1-0 in the Midwest Conference.
The Red Hawks have been idle
since Nov. 22, when they claimed
an 89-79 overtime win at Lawrence.

Sophomore guard Ty Sabin, who
scored 34 points in the win over
Lawrence, is averaging 26.3 points
per game and is shooting 49.2 per-
cent from the floor. Senior guard
Kyle Loughrin is averaging 18.3
points per game and is shooting
62.5 percent from the floor.
Sophomore guard Jordan Steide is
netting 9.3 points per game and is
shooting 61.5 percent from beyond
the three-point arc.

Ripon is scoring an average of
78.0 points per game, and is shoot-
ing 49.0 percent from the floor, 43.9
percent on 3-pointers and 69.9 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 74.2 points per game while
shooting 45.7 percent from the
floor, 33.0 percent on 3-pointers and
54.7 percent at the free-throw line.

Building a Winner:
In his first eight-plus seasons,

head coach Gary Grzesk turned the
St. Norbert men’s basketball pro-

gram into an annual contender for
the Midwest Conference champi-
onship, winning the MWC title four
times in the last five seasons.

The Green Knights have won 20
games four times in the last five
years under Grzesk. In the
program’s previous 86 seasons, St.
Norbert had 20-win seasons just
twice.

St. Norbert’s 25 wins in 2014 is a
school record. The Green Knights
won 23 games in 2010, and also won
21 games twice (1984 and 2002). St.
Norbert also won 20 games in 2011
and 2013.

St. Norbert’s 81-23 record from
2011 to 2014 marks the best four-
year total in school history.

Since starting the 2007-08 season
2-5, St. Norbert is a solid 138-38. St.
Norbert reached its highest national
ranking in the 13-year history of the
D3hoops.com Top 25 with a No. 5
ranking the weeks of Feb. 17, Feb.
24 and March 3, 2014.

Schwoerer Stuff:
St. Norbert senior forward

Andrew Schwoerer is a pre-season
All-America selection this season
by both D3hoops.com and DIII
News.

Schwoerer reached the career
1,000-point mark last season, only
the third St. Norbert player since
1975 to do so during his junior sea-
son.

Schwoerer has 1,078 career points
to place 19th on the St. Norbert
career scoring list. Aaron Faulkner
is 18th with 1,095 points from 2002-
05, while Clark Eichstedt is 17th
with 1,102 points from 1972-75.

Jump Shots:
* - Junior forward Bryan Dalton

posted a career-high triple double
in the 111-103 triple-overtime win
over Lake Forest on Nov. 25. Dalton
posted career highs in points (28),
rebounds (10) and assists (6) in the
game.

* - St. Norbert’s triple-overtime
game against Lake Forest on Nov.
25 was its first since a 100-99 win
over Beloit on Feb. 10, 1990. The
Green Knights have four all-time
triple-overtime games.
