St. Norbert is averaging 71.4
points per game and is shooting
46.5 percent from the floor, 34.2 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 71.9 percent
at the free-throw line. Opponents
are scoring an average of 56.1
points per game while shooting
38.8 percent from the floor, 32.4 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 67.5 percent
at the free-throw line.

About the Pioneers:

Grinnell enters the game 13-7
overall and 6-9 in the Midwest
Conference. The Pioneers, who
were forced to forfeit four MWC
games earlier this week, defeated
Knox 136-71 this past Wednesday.

Sophomore guard Vinny Curta
leads the Pioneers in scoring at 26.3
points per game. Senior guard
Julian Marx averages 23.0 points
per game and is shooting 42.1 per-
cent from beyond the three-point
arc. Sophomore guard Ky-Sean
Johnson is averaging 14.8 points per
game.

Grinnell is averaging 116.2 points
per game and is shooting 42.9 per-
cent from the floor, 36.1 percent on
3-pointers and 75.2 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents are
scoring an average of 106.8 points
per game while shooting 60.7 per-
cent from the floor, 33.5 percent on
3-pointers and 67.6 percent at the
free-throw line.

D is for Defense:

As of Feb. 8, St. Norbert owns the
No. 1 scoring defense in Division
III, allowing 56.1 points per game
this season.

The Green Knights are one of just
two Division III teams holding
opponents under 60 points per
game this season. Christopher
Newport is second at 57.0 points
per game.

In Gary Grzesk’s 275-game tenure
at St. Norbert, the Green Knights
have held their opponent to 50
points or less 45 times, going 45-0 in
those games.

The Green Knights are also No.
14 nationally in field-goal percent-
age defense at 38.8 percent. St.

Norbert is 172-7 under Grzesk
when shooting a higher field-goal
percentage than its opponent.

Thousand Talk:

St. Norbert junior guard D.J.
DeValk is nearing the 1,000-point
milestone for his career. DeValk
enters Saturday’s game at Grinnell
with 969 career points.

A total of 27 St. Norbert players
have reached the 1,000-point mark
in their career, with Andrew
Schwoerer the most recent with
1,439 points from 2012-15.

If DeValk reaches 1,000 points
this season, he would join
Schwoerer, Joe Emmerich (1,811,
1980-84) and Lee Schroeder (1,308,
1986-90) as the only players to reach
that mark during their junior year
since 1975.

Building a Winner:

Now in his 11th season, head
coach Gary Grzesk turned the St.
Norbert men’s basketball program
into an annual contender for the
Midwest Conference champi-
onship, winning the MWC title six
times in the last seven seasons. The
Green Knights are the first team to
win four consecutive MWC men’s
basketball titles since Beloit won six
straight from 1946-51.

The Green Knights have won 20
games six times in the last seven
years under Grzesk. In the
program’s previous 86 seasons, St.
Norbert had 20-win seasons just
twice.

St. Norbert’s 25 wins in 2014 and
2016 is the school record. The Green
Knights won 24 games in 2015, 23
games in 2010 and 21 games twice
(1984 and 2002). St. Norbert won 20
games in 2011 and 2013.

St. Norbert’s 94-13 record from
2013 to 2016 marks the best four-
year total in school history.

Since starting the 2007-08 season
2-5, St. Norbert is a solid 200-46. St.
Norbert reached its highest national
ranking in the 17-year history of the
D3hoops.com Top 25 with a No. 3
ranking the week of Feb. 23, 2015.
