Senior guard Joe Ciriacks, a sec-
ond-team All-MWC choice last
year, led the Green Knights in scor-
ing at 14.8 points per game while
shooting 41.9 percent from beyond
the three-point arc. Senior forward
Connor Curtis, who missed the last
eight games due to injury, averaged
14.5 points and 7.4 rebounds per
game and was a first-team All-
MWC selection. Junior guard Jared
Murphy averaged 10.1 points per
game, while junior guard Wade
Geenen averaged 8.9 points per
game. Junior forward Joe Lemon
averaged 85 points and 7.0
rebounds per game but will miss a
significant part of this season to
injury.

St. Norbert averaged 76.3 points
per game while shooting 46.5 per-
cent from the floor, 36.8 percent on
3-pointers and 73.4 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents scored
an average of 68.7 points per game
while shooting 44.7 percent from
the floor, 34.2 percent on 3-pointers
and 74.5 percent at the free-throw
line.

About the Phoenix:

Green Bay returns eight of its top
nine starters from last season’s
team which finished 21-17 and fin-
ished runner-up in CIT.

Senior guard JayQuan McCloud
averaged 13.7 points per game last
season, while senior forward
ShanQuan Hemphill collected 11.7
points and 5.6 rebounds per game.
Senior guard Kameron Hankerson
had 8.1 points per game, while jun-
ior guard PJPipes totaled 6.1
points per game.

Green Bay averaged 81.3 points
per game while shooting 45.8 per-
cent from the floor, 34.5 percent on
3-pointers and 70.3 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents scored
an average of 79.9 points per game
while shooting 44.5 percent from
the floor, 33.5 percent on 3-pointers
and 70.8 percent at the free-throw
line.

About the Golden Eagles:
Marquette returns five of its top

seven leading scores from last

year’s squad which finished 24-10

and advanced to the NCAA
Tournament.

All-American  senior guard
Markus Howard powers the

Golden Eagles, averaging 25.0
points, 4.0 rebounds and 3.9 assists

per game a year ago. Senior swing-
man Sacar Anim totaled 8.3 points
per game, while senior forward Ed
Morrow finished with 5.6 points
per game. Junior forward Theo
John averaged 5.5 points per game.

Marquette averaged 77.3 points
per game while shooting 45.4 per-
cent from the floor, 38.8 percent on
3-pointers and 75.7 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents scored
an average of 69.5 points per game
while shooting 40.5 percent from
the floor, 32.4 percent on 3-pointers
and 67.9 percent at the free-throw
line.

Connection Comments:

St. Norbert coach Gary Grzesk
has strong ties to both Green Bay
and Marquette basketball.

Grzesk was a four-year letterman
for the Phoenix from 1993 to 1996,
playing on NCAA Tournament
teams in each of his last three sea-
sons. Grzesk is perhaps best known
for guarding NBA lottery pick
Jason Kidd in a 61-57 NCAA
Tournament first-round win over
California in 1994.

Grzesk, who started in 107 of the
120 collegiate games he played in,
was Green Bay’s captain his junior
and senior seasons. He concluded
his career with 450 points and 496
assists.

Grzesk’s father, Gary, was a
three-year letterman for Marquette
from 1970 to 1972 playing for the
legendary Al McGuire. The then-
Warriors won the 1970 NIT cham-
pionship.

Building a Winner:

St. Norbert has six 20-win seasons
in the last nine years. In the pro-
gram’s previous 86 seasons, St.
Norbert had 20-win seasons just
twice.

St. Norbert’s 25 wins in 2014 and
2016 is the school record. The Green
Knights won 24 games in 2015, 23
games in 2010 and 21 games twice
(1984 and 2002). St. Norbert won 20
games in 2011 and 2013.

St. Norbert’s 94-13 record from
2013 to 2016 marks the best four-
year total in school history.
