Game Overview:

St. Norbert takes a brief respite from Midwest Conference action when it
takes on Upper Peninsula foe Finlandia in a rare late January non-confer-
ence game.

The Series:

St. Norbert has won the only meeting with Finlandia, a 66-45 decision on
Feb. 13, 2007 at Schuldes Sports Center. The Green Knights led 23-17 at
halftime before pulling away in the second half. Morgan Strasser had 13
points and Bianca White 12 for St. Norbert. Brigitte LaPointe led the Lions
with 13 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 476-244 in her
31st season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 806-442 at St. Norbert.

Finlandia coach Curtis Wittenberg is 4-13 in his first season in Hancock.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game against Finlandia with a 10-3 overall record.
The Green Knights are in first place in the Midwest Conference at 7-0 fol-
lowing a pair of wins last weekend, including a thrilling 84-82 win over No.
19 Lake Forest College this past Saturday.

Sophomore guard Denise Heuser led St. Norbert against Lake Forest,
pumping in 23 points on 7 of 10 shooting from the floor - including 3 of 4
on 3-pointers. Heuser, who was named Midwest Conference Player of the
Week for her performance last week, is now averaging 8.5 points per game.
Junior guard Morgan Strasser is averaging 12.8 points per game, while sen-
ior guard Linsey Propson is netting 8.4 points per game.

St. Norbert is averaging 65.5 points per game. The Green Knights are
shooting 43.8 percent from the floor, 26.8 percent on 3-pointers and 67.8
percent at the free-throw line. St. Norbert made 33 of 40 free throws in the
win over Lake Forest. Opponents have been held to 56.8 points per game.
Foes are shooting 37.3 percent from the floor with 26.9 percent accuracy on
3-pointers and 69.6 percent on free throws.

About the Lady Blues:

Finlandia, located in Hancock,
Mich., enters the game at 4-13 over-
all. The Lions are a NCAA Division
Il independent and have played 16
of their 17 games to date on the
road. Finlandia played a pair of
games this past weekend, beating
Mount Mary 77-62 on Friday and
losing to Cardinal Stritch 93-31 on
Saturday.

Freshman guard Linzy
Monticello led the Lions this past
weekend, scoring 26 points against
Mount Mary and posting eight
points against Cardinal Stritch.
Sophomore forward Ally Tincknell
leads Finlandia in scoring and
rebounding at 13.4 points and 10.4
rebounds per game, and had 16
points and 14 rebounds against
Mount Mary. Sophomore forward
Jodi Riutta, who had 17 points and
10 rebounds against Mount Mary, is
averaging 11.1 points and 6.4
rebounds per game.

Through 14 games Finlandia was
averaging 52.0 points per game
while shooting 35.3 percent from
the floor, 30.9 percent on 3-pointers
and 62.8 percent at the free-throw
line. Opponents were scoring 80.6
points per game while shooting
41.6 percent from the floor, 36.7 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 66.9 percent
at the free-throw line.

Heating Up:

After opening the season with
seven games without scoring more
than eight points in any of them,
sophomore guard Denise Heuser
has helped fuel the Green Knights

to the top of the Midwest
Conference standings.
The reigning Midwest

Conference Co-Player of the Week
scored 51 points last week helping
St. Norbert earn key wins over
Carroll, Illinois College and Lake
Forest.

Heuser scored 14 points with four
assists to key a 73-59 win at Carroll,
the Green Knights first win over the
Pioneers since 2005. She then had 14
points and five rebounds in a 68-51
win over lllinois College on Friday.

Heuser then had a huge 23-point,
four-rebound game against 19th-

ranked Lake Forest on Saturday, an
84-82 St. Norbert win. Her 23 points
against the Foresters is a career-
high, and also the first time she
topped the 20-point mark. She was
also a perfect 6-for-6 at the free-
throw line in the game.

Toppling the Top 25:

St. Norbert picked up its first win
in nearly five years against a team
ranked in the D3hoops.com Top 25
when it beat Lake Forest this past
Saturday.

The Foresters were ranked 19th in
last week’s poll, and fell 84-82 to the
Green Knights on Saturday in De
Pere.

St. Norbert had not beaten a team
ranked by D3hoops.com since beat-
ing No. 6 Carleton 60-47 on March
8, 2003 in a second-round NCAA
Division Il Tournament game.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert’s run of nine
straight years with at least 10 con-
ference wins is the longest in the
Midwest Conference.

* - St. Norbert had not made more
than four 3-pointers in any game
this season until it was 5-for-8 from
beyond the arc against Lake Forest.
It has made four 3s on four different
occasions.

* - St. Norbert has shot 45 percent
or better from the floor in each of its
last three games. The Green
Knights are leading the Midwest
Conference in field-goal percentage
at 43.8 percent.

* - St. Norbert is leading the
Midwest Conference in field-goal
percentage defense at 37.3 percent.

* - Morgan Strasser matched a
season high with six assists against
Lake Forest.

* - Morgan Strasser is the only St.
Norbert player in the top 29 in the
MWC in scoring, netting 12.8 points
per game. Denise Heuser is 30th at
8.5 points per game.

* - Due to the Midwest
Conference’s modified round-robin
schedule, St. Norbert will not face
Lake Forest again this season. Five
of the Green Knights final nine con-
ference games are at home.
