10 points apiece. Junior guard
Morgan Strasser leads St. Norbert
in scoring at 12.5 points per game,
while Heuser is netting 8.6 points

per game.
St. Norbert is averaging 65.5
points per game. The Green

Knights are shooting 43.1 percent
from the floor, 26.3 percent on 3-
pointers and 67.5 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents have
been held to 56.4 points per game.
Foes are shooting 37.5 percent from
the floor including 26.7 percent on
3-pointers and 69.7 percent on free
throws.

About the Scots:

Monmouth enters Friday’s game
with an 8-7 overall record and a 4-4
mark in the Midwest Conference.
The Scots have dropped five of their
last seven games since a 6-2 start.
Monmouth got a win in its most
recent game, a 60-46 triumph over
Ripon this past Saturday.

Elise Waldorf leads Monmouth in
scoring at 14.3 points per game
while shooting 57.4 percent from
the floor. Melissa Gorski is averag-
ing 12.3 points per game, while
Ashley Yeast is averaging 11.5
points and 9.7 rebounds per game.
Yeast is leading the Midwest
Conference in rebounding.

Monmouth is scoring 64.9 points
per game while shooting 4.5 per-
cent from the floor, 34.9 percent on
3-pointers and 65.8 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents are
scoring 61.7 points per game while
shooting 37.9 percent from the
floor, 30.2 percent on 3-pointers and
72.2 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Lady Blues:
Illinois College enters Friday’s
game with Lawrence at 7-6 overall

and 3-3 in the Midwest Conference.
The Lady Blues got swept in
Wisconsin last weekend, losing 68-
51 to St. Norbert and 67-54 to
Carroll.

Lauren Napier leads Illinois
College with 12.7points and 6.7
rebounds per game. Candy
Norville is the only other Lady Blue
scoring in double figures at 12.1
points per game. Rachel Macon is
adding 9.7 points and 5.4 rebounds
per game.

Illinois College is averaging 72.1
points while shooting 42.7 percent
from the floor, 32.0 percent on 3-
pointers and 67.9 percent from the
free-throw line. Opponents are
scoring 67.5 points per game while
shooting 41.9 percent from the
floor, 36.0 percent on trifectas and
72.1 percent at the charity stripe.

Toppling the Top 25:

St. Norbert picked up its first win
in nearly five years against a team
ranked in the D3hoops.com Top 25
when it beat Lake Forest this past
Saturday.

The Foresters were ranked 19th in
last week’s poll, and fell 84-82 to the
Green Knights on Saturday in De
Pere.

St. Norbert had not beaten a team
ranked by D3hoops.com since beat-
ing No. 6 Carleton 60-47 on March
8, 2003 in a second-round NCAA
Division Il Tournament game.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert’s run of nine
straight years with at least 10 con-
ference wins is the longest in the
Midwest Conference.

* - St. Norbert is leading the
Midwest Conference in field-goal
percentage at 43.1 percent. The
Green Knights are also leading the
Midwest Conference in field-goal
percentage defense at 37.5 percent.

* - Due to the Midwest
Conference’s modified round-robin
schedule, St. Norbert will not face
Lake Forest or Monmouth again
this season. Following this week-
end, five of the Green Knights final
seven conference games are at
home.
