
Game Overview:
St. Norbert lifts the curtain on the 2009-10 season with an exhibition con-

test against an NCAA Division I foe as the Division III Green Knights trav-
el across town to take on UW-Green Bay.

The Series:
UW-Green Bay leads the all-time series with St. Norbert by a 14-3 mar-

gin. The two teams last met Feb. 4, 1982 with the Phoenix claiming an 86-
47 win at the Phoenix Sports Center. The Green Knights’ last win in the
series came in a 64-56 triumph on Nov. 28, 1978 at the Phoenix Sports
Center.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 508-251 entering

her 33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 838-449 at St. Norbert.

UW-Green Bay coach Matt Bollant (Winona State, 1994) is 55-10 entering
his third season in Green Bay. Combined with five years as the head coach
at Bryan, Bollant is 189-46 in seven seasons overall.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert finished the 2008-09 season with a 20-5 overall record and a

runner-up finish in the Midwest Conference at 15-1. St. Norbert had a 14-
game winning streak snapped in its final game when it lost the title game
of the Midwest Conference Championship Tournament 56-49 to Ripon.

The Green Knights return 11 letterwinners and three starters from last
year’s squad. Senior guard Denise Heuser led St. Norbert in scoring last
season at 10.8 points per game and made a team-high 32 3-pointers. Junior
guard Stefanie Bunday averaged 7.9 points and 4.2 assists per game, while
junior forward Rachel Hermus netted 6.4 points and a team-high 5.0
rebounds per game. Sophomore guard Krista Pelky came off the bench to
average 8.4 points per game and shot 48.4 percent from the floor a year ago.

St. Norbert was fifth nationally in
field-goal percentage last year at
46.1 percent.

St. Norbert returns 71.1 percent of
its scoring from a team that aver-
aged 68.9 points per game a year
ago. The Green Knights allowed
teams to score at a 54.1 points per
game clip last season. St. Norbert
has two seniors, six juniors, four
sophomores and three freshmen on
this year’s roster.

About the Phoenix:
UW-Green Bay is coming off a 29-

4 season that saw the Phoenix
advance to the NCAA Tournament
before losing in the first round to
LSU 69-59. The Phoenix finished a
perfect 18-0 in the Horizon League.

Four of the Phoenix’s top five
starters from a year ago have
departed to graduation. Junior
guard Celeste Hoewisch is UW-
Green Bay’s leading returning from
last year, scoring 10.2 points per
game. Junior guard-forward Kayla
Tetschlag started two games last
season and averaged 7.2 points per
game. Junior guard Heather Golden
netted 6.5 points per game last year
and shot 41.1 percent on three-point
field-goal attempts.

The Phoenix averaged 65.9 points
per game last season and shot 45.6
percent from the floor to rank ninth
in the NCAA. It also shot 38.2 per-
cent on 3-pointers to rate seventh
nationally, and its turnover margin
of plus-6.9 per game ranked second.
UW-Green Bay’s defense led the
country last season at 50.8 points
per game. Twelve foes were held to
45 points or less.

Playing Up:
St. Norbert last faced a Division I

opponent in women’s basketball on
Nov. 1, 2007 when it lost 96-29 to
the University of Wisconsin at the
Kohl Center.

The Green Knights did play a
scholarship foe during the 2008-09
season, losing 81-69 last Dec. 1 to
Division II Northern Michigan at
the Berry Events Center in
Marquette. St. Norbert held a 14-
point lead in the first half before set-
tling on a 40-39 halftime lead. The

Green Knights trailed 73-67 with
2:54 left before being forced to foul.

Honoring a Pioneer:
St. Norbert head coach Connie

Tilley enters the 2009-10 season
with the 14th most wins in NCAA
Division III history at 508. Entering
her 33rd season at St. Norbert,
Tilley has the most wins of any
women’s basketball coach at any
NCAA Wisconsin school.

In a surprise ceremony on Jan. 24,
2009, St. Norbert College named the
playing floor in Schuldes Sports
Center as “Connie Tilley Court.”

Tilley also coached volleyball and
softball at St. Norbert. In 54 sports
seasons, Tilley owns an 838-449
record, with only four seasons
below .500.

Tough Schedule:
St. Norbert head coach Connie

Tilley is noted for her strong out-of-
conference schedules, and the 2009-
10 season proves to be no different.

The Green Knights will play three
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference opponents this season,
and could play a fourth in UW-La
Crosse at the St. Norbert Tip-Off
Tournament.

Nineteen of St. Norbert’s last 22
losses to Division III opponents
have been to teams which have
played in the NCAA Division III
Tournament the same season in
which the loss occurred.

Of St. Norbert’s five losses in
2008-09, three were to NCAA quali-
fiers in UW-Eau Claire, Oglethorpe
and Ripon. The Green Knights also
lost to Beloit and Division II
Northern Michigan.

In 2007-08, four of the Green
Knights five losses were to NCAA
tournament squads in Eau Claire,
Medaille, Amherst and Chicago.

Jump Shot:
* - St. Norbert has achieved at

least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 11 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women’s basketball.
