
Game Overview:
St. Norbert tries to keep pace with the top of the Midwest Conference

when it hosts Carroll Wednesday at Schuldes Sports Center.

The Series:
St. Norbert leads Beloit 43-15 in a series that dates back to the 1977-78 sea-

son. The Green Knights have won 22 of the last 24 meetings over the last 12
seasons.

Last Meeting:
St. Norbert rallied late to top Beloit 68-65 on Jan. 4 at Schuldes Sports

Center in De Pere. The Green Knights trailed until Erin Baganz’s hoop with
9 seconds left but St. Norbert ahead, and Stefanie Bunday’s basket with 2
seconds left added insurance. Krista Pelky led St. Norbert with 20 points,
while Amanda Moore paced Beloit with 21 points and five 3-pointers.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 520-254 in her

33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 849-452 at St. Norbert.

Beloit coach Don Adams (Louisiana College, 1996) is 51-58 in his fifth sea-
son in Beloit.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert enters the game with an 12-3 overall record and a 7-2 ledger

in the Midwest Conference to sit one game out of first place. The Green
Knights, who have won five straight games, topped Carroll 66-51 at home
on Wednesday behind 16 points from Denise Heuser and 14 points and 10
rebounds from Rachel Hermus.

Heuser, a senior guard, holds down the team scoring lead with an aver-
age of 14.7 points per game, and has canned a team-high 22 3-pointers.
Senior forward Emily Otzelberger is averaging 8.7 points per game while
shooting 61.4 percent from the floor. Hermus, a junior forward, is also aver-
aging 8.7 points per game and is grabbing a team-high 5.4 rebounds per
game.

St. Norbert is averaging 66.9 points per game. The Green Knights are

shooting 44.5 percent from the
floor, 34.3 percent on 3-pointers and
68.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 52.1 points
per game. Opponents are shooting
37.9 percent from the floor includ-
ing 26.7 percent on 3-pointers and
65.6 percent on free throws. 

About the Buccaneers:
Beloit enters the game with a 6-10

overall record and a 4-5 mark in the
Midwest Conference. The
Buccaneers have lost their last two
games, losing 53-42 at Monmouth
last Friday and 74-44 at Lake Forest
on Saturday.

Junior guard Amanda Moore
leads the Buccaneers in scoring at
11.3 points per game, and has
canned 30 of 91 three-point field-
goal attempts. Sophomore guard
Sarah Stariha is scoring an average
of 10.1 points per game, while jun-
ior forward Diana Sopkowicz is
scoring 9.4 points per game with 6.7
rebounds per game. Senior guard
Mary Parker has a team-high 7.9
rebounds per game while scoring
9.1 points per game.

Beloit is scoring an average of
57.4 points per game while shoot-
ing 39.9 percent from the floor, 31.0
percent on 3-pointers and 70.1 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 61.6 points
per game and are shooting 39.1 per-
cent from the floor, 29.3 percent on
3-pointers and 75.5 percent at the
free-throw line.

D is for Defense:
St. Norbert is allowing its oppo-

nents to score just 52.1 points per
game this season. The Green
Knights’ scoring defense is 9.5
points per game better than the
next-best team, which is Beloit’s
61.6 points per game.

In this week’s NCAA Division III
national statistical rankings, St.
Norbert had the 16th-best scoring
defense out of 424 teams.

The Green Knights have allowed
opponents to 49 points or less in
five of their games this season,
including a low of 35 points in a 54-
35 win over UW-La Crosse in the
championship game of the St.

Norbert Tip-Off Tournament on
Nov. 21. St. Norbert has allowed 53
points or less in 11 of 15 games this
season.

St. Norbert has not had a season
where it has held its opponents to
under an average of 52 points per
game since a 50.2 points per game
mark in 1985-86.

Jump Shots:
* - St. Norbert is ranked 13th in in

field-goal percentage (44.5 percent)
this week’s NCAA Division III sta-
tistics.

* - St. Norbert is 26th nationally in
turnover margin (plus-6.29 per
game).

* - Senior guard Denise Heuser is
37th nationally in three-point field-
goal percentage at 39.3 percent.

* - Heuser has 830 career points.
Provided St. Norbert would reach
the championship game of the
Midwest Conference Tournament,
Heuser would need to average 17
points per game the rest of the sea-
son to become the 14th player in
school history to reach 1,000 career
points.

* - Entering the 2009-10 season,
nineteen of St. Norbert’s last 22 loss-
es to Division III opponents have
been to teams which have played in
the NCAA Division III Tournament
the same season in which the loss
occurred.

* - St. Norbert is 113-3 in its last
116 games when scoring 70 points
or more, including having won 44
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 290-22 when scoring at
least 70 points. St. Norbert is 6-0
when scoring at least 70 points this
season.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 11 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn’t win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
