St. Norbert College (16-3, 11-2 MWC) vs. Ripon College (15-4, 11-1 MWC)

Game Overview:

St. Norbert hosts Ripon in a battle for first place in the Midwest
Conference. The Green Knights trail the Red Hawks by one-half game in
the league standings.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Ripon 48-26 in a series that dates back to the 1975-76
season. The Green Knights have won eight of the last ten games in the
series.

Last Meeting:

Ripon edged St. Norbert 62-61 on Jan. 9 at the Storzer Center in Ripon. St.
Norbert, which shot 10-for-22 at the free-throw line, was led by Rachel
Hermus’ 18 points and 12 rebounds. Carissa Zuercher’s 20 points led the
Red Hawks.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 524-254 in her
33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 853-452 at St. Norbert.

Ripon coach Julie Johnson (Dakota State, 1988) is 269-196 in her 20th sea-
son in Ripon.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game at 16-3 overall and 11-2 in the Midwest
Conference, one-half game behind Ripon in the league standings. The
Green Knights enter the game on a nine-game winning streak, and have
allowed an average of just 42 points per game in their last four games.

Senior guard Denise Heuser, who did not score in a 62-61 loss at Ripon
earlier this season, is the Green Knights' leading scorer at 13.6 points per
game. Senior forward Emily Otzelberger is netting 9.1 points with 5.0
rebounds per game while shooting 60.3 percent from the floor. Sophomore
guard Krista Pelky comes off the bench to add 8.8 points per game.

St. Norbert is averaging 66.5 points per game. The Green Knights are
shooting 45.1 percent from the floor, 30.9 percent on 3-pointers and 67.3
percent at the free-throw line. Foes are scoring an even 50 points per game

against the Green Knights' defense.
Opponents are shooting 37.0 per-
cent from the floor including 25.0
percent on 3-pointers and 65.3 per-
cent on free throws.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters the game with a 15-
4 overall record and an 11-1 mark in
the Midwest Conference to lead St.
Norbert by one-half game. The Red
Hawks have won five straight
games since a 75-65 loss at Lake
Forest on Jan. 22.

Sophomore forward Erin Lind
leads the Red Hawks with 15.6
points per game and also grabs a
team-high 7.1 rebounds per game.
Senior forward Jessica DeHamer is
shooting 50.6 percent from the floor
to average 12.3 points per game,
while senior guard Carissa
Zuercher is averaging 9.6 points per
game. Junior guard Emily Meyer
has made 50.7 percent (35-for-69) of
her three-point field-goal attempts
this season and is scoring 9.5 points
per game.

Ripon is scoring an average of
66.2 points per game while shoot-
ing 43.2 percent from the floor, 35.8
percent on 3-pointers and 69.3 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 61.4 points
per game and are shooting 42.0 per-
cent from the floor, 27.6 percent on
3-pointers and 67.8 percent at the
free-throw line.

Schuldes Snippets:

St. Norbert has won 33 of its last
34 games at Schuldes Sports Center,
the lone blemish coming in the
Midwest Conference Tournament
championship to Ripon last season
by a 56-49 score.

The Green Knights had a 24-game
home court winning streak prior to
its loss to Ripon and are 9-0 at home
this season.

St. Norbert is 79-15 in its last 94
games played at Schuldes Sports
Center, and has won its last 24
Midwest Conference regular-sea-
son home games.

D is for Defense:
St. Norbert is allowing its oppo-
nents to score just 50.0 points per

game this season.

In this week’s NCAA Division III
national statistical rankings, St.
Norbert had the 10th-best scoring
defense out of 424 teams.

The Green Knights have allowed
opponents to 49 points or less in
nine of their games this season, and
have yielded 53 points or less for
nine straight games.

The season-low allowed of 34
points came against Lawrence on
Feb. 2. The Green Knights also held
UW-La Crosse to 35 points in a 54-
35 win in the championship game
of the St. Norbert Tip-Off
Tournament on Nov. 21. St. Norbert
has allowed 53 points or less in 15
of 18 games this season. The Green
Knights are 2-2 this season when
allowing 54 points or more this sea-
son.

St. Norbert has not had a season
where it has held its opponents to
under an average of 52 points per
game since a 50.2 points per game
mark in 1985-86.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is eighth nationally
in field-goal percentage, shooting at
a 45.1 percent clip. Lake Forest
leads the country in the category at
47.2 percent.

* - Entering the 2009-10 season,
nineteen of St. Norbert’s last 22 loss-
es to Division III opponents have
been to teams which have played in
the NCAA Division III Tournament
the same season in which the loss
occurred.

* - St. Norbert is 114-3 in its last
117 games when scoring 70 points
or more, including having won 48
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 291-22 when scoring at
least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 12 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women'’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn't win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
