Game Overview:

St. Norbert needs a win to clinch the outright Midwest Conference cham-
pionship as well as hosting privileges for the MWC Tournament held Feb.
26-27.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Carroll 24-17 in a series begun in the 1982-83 season.
The Green Knights have won the last five games in the series, including a
66-51 win in De Pere on Jan. 27.

Last Meeting:

St. Norbert beat Carroll 66-51 on Jan. 27 at Schuldes Sports Center in De
Pere. The Green Knights led 29-21 at halftime and held a double-digit lead
throughout the season half. Denise Heuser led St. Norbert with 16 points,
while Rachel Hermus added 14 points. Janelle Groer paced the Pioneers
with 11 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 527-254 in her
33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 856-452 at St. Norbert.

Carroll coach Kris Jacobsen (UW-Platteville, 1989) is 175-112 in her 12th
season in Waukesha.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters Saturday’s game at 19-3 overall and 13-2 in the
Midwest Conference. The Green Knights are coming off a 103-43 non-con-
ference win over Finlandia on Tuesday, the ninth time in program history
they’ve gone over 100 points.

Senior guard Denise Heuser is the Green Knights' leading scorer at 14.4
points per game. Senior forward Emily Otzelberger is averaging 9.0 points
per game while shooting 59.3 percent from the floor. Sophomore guard
Krista Pelky averages 8.5 points per game, while junior forward Rachel
Hermus scores 8.4 points per game with a team-high 5.6 rebounds per
game.

St. Norbert is averaging 68.7 points per game. The Green Knights are

shooting 45.3 percent from the
floor, 30.1 percent on 3-pointers and
69.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Foes are scoring an average of just
49.0 points per game against the
Green Knights' defense. Opponents
are shooting 36.5 percent from the
floor including 25.4 percent on 3-
pointers and 66.0 percent on free
throws.

About the Pioneers:

Carroll enters the game 13-9 over-
all and 8-7 in the MWC, and needs
a win to have a chance at a post-sea-
son berth. The Pioneers, who lost
66-53 to Ripon on Wednesday, are
9-2 at home this season.

Junior guard Lyndsey Seewald
leads the Pioneers in scoring at 15.3
points per game, while sophomore
forward Janelle Groer scores 14.8
points per game. Sophomore guard
Karen Hoewisch is netting an aver-
age of 12.8 points per game. The
three have combined to take 62.3
percent of Carroll’s shots this year.

Carroll is scoring an average of
69.0 points per game while shoot-
ing 43.1 percent from the floor, 35.1
percent on 3-pointers and 73.1 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 64.0 points
per game and are shooting 42.8 per-
cent from the floor, 26.6 percent on
3-pointers and 73.2 percent at the
free-throw line.

Twenty Talk:

St. Norbert is just one win away
from recording a 20-win season,
which would be its third consecu-
tive year with that many wins.

Remarkably, throughout the rich
history of the St. Norbert women'’s
basketball program the Green
Knights have never had three
straight 20-win seasons.

St. Norbert has eight 20-win sea-
sons, although never more than two
in a row. The Green Knights won at
least 20 games three times in four
years from 1983 to 1986, with a
high-water mark of 24-4 in 1985.

St. Norbert has missed the NCAA
Division III Tournament only once
when winning at least 20 games,
coming last season during a 20-5
campaign. The Green Knights were

22-8 in 1980-81, but that was prior
to the NCAA offering women’s
championships.

St. Norbert is 61-13 over the last
three years, three wins shy of the
best three-year stretch of 64-12 from
1985 to 1987.

D is for Defense:

St. Norbert is allowing its oppo-
nents to score just 49.0 points per
game this season.

In this week’s NCAA Division III
national statistical rankings, St.
Norbert had the seventh-best scor-
ing defense out of 424 teams when
it was averaging 49.3 points per
game.

The Green Knights have allowed
opponents to 49 points or less in 11
of their games this season, and have
yielded 53 points or less for 12-
straight games.

The season-low allowed of 34
points came against Lawrence on
Feb. 2 and again on Feb. 13. The
Green Knights also held UW-La
Crosse to 35 points in a 54-35 win in
the championship game of the St.
Norbert Tip-Off Tournament on
Novw. 21. St. Norbert has allowed 53
points or less in 18 of 22 games this
season. The Green Knights are 2-2
this season when allowing 54 points
or more this season.

St. Norbert has not had a season
where it has held its opponents to
under an average of 52 points per
game since a 50.2 points per game
mark in 1985-86.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is 116-3 in its last
119 games when scoring 70 points
or more, including having won 44
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 293-22 when scoring at
least 70 points. St. Norbert is 9-0
when scoring at least 70 points this
season.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 11 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women'’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn't win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
