Game Overview:

St. Norbert faces its third consecutive Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference opponent travels down Highway 41 to face long-time rival
UW-Oshkosh.

The Series:

UW-Oshkosh leads St. Norbert 15-10 in a series begun in 1979-80. St.
Norbert has won the last two meetings in the series, including its last visit
to Kolf Sports Center by a 67-60 score on Dec. 16, 2006.

Last Meeting:

St. Norbert topped UW-Oshkosh 62-40 on Dec. 15, 2007 at Schuldes
Sports Center in De Pere. The Green Knights led 30-15 at halftime and held
a 31-point lead at one point in the second half. Morgan Strasser led St.
Norbert with 15 points, while current St. Norbert guard Erin Baganz led
Oshkosh with 14 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 511-251 in her
33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 840-449 at St. Norbert.

UW-Oshkosh coach Terri Schumacher (UW-Oshkosh, 1986) is 45-60 in
her fifth year in Oshkosh.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the UW-Oshkosh game at 3-0 overall after routing UW-
Eau Claire 75-49 this past Tuesday at Schuldes Sports Center’s Connie
Tilley Court. The Green Knights handed the Blugolds their worst loss to a
non-WIAC foe since Eau Claire at Lake Superior State 94-55 on Dec. 13,
1986.

Senior guard Denise Heuser led St. Norbert with 17 points against Eau
Claire, and is averaging 18.0 points per game on the season. Heuser is
shooting 50 percent from the field and 93.3 percent from the free-throw
line. Sophomore center Jamie Kuhl comes off the bench to average 7.7
points per game, while junior guard Kristin Zimmerman is averaging 6.7
points per game. The Green Knights feature a balanced offensive attack,

with eight players averaging at
least 5.0 points per game or better.

St. Norbert is averaging 67.7
points per game. The Green
Knights are shooting 43.6 percent
from the floor, 42.4 percent on 3-
pointers and 76.3 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents are
scoring 44.0 points per game. The
opposition is shooting 32.7 percent
from the floor including 25.0 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 55.6 percent
on free throws.

About the Titans:

UW-Oshkosh enters Saturday’s
game with a 1-2 overall record. The
Titans lost Tuesday at Ripon 66-61.
Oshkosh opened the season with a
66-64 win at Lake Forest on Nov. 17,
and followed up with a 68-61 road
loss at Carroll on Nov. 19.

Sophomore  forward  Heidi
Baerenwald, a transfer from Ripon,
leads the Titans with 16.0 points per
game and is grabbing 7.3 rebounds
per game. Freshman guard Katie
Kitzke is scoring 9.7 points per
game, and junior guard Michelle
Boeder is netting 8.3 points per
game. Junior forward Shelby
Churchill has a team-high 10.7
rebounds per game.

Oshkosh is averaging 62.7 points
per game. The Titans are shooting
44 .3 percent from the floor, 25.8 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 66.7 percent
at the free-throw line. Opponents
are scoring 66.0 points per game
and are shooting 40.9 percent from
the floor including 40.5 percent on
3-pointers and 69.5 percent on free
throws.

Defensive Delights:

St. Norbert continued its stellar
defense from last season at this
year’s Tip-Off Tournament at
Schuldes Sports Center and again
this past Tuesday in a 75-49 win
over UW-Eau Claire.

The Green Knights, who led the
Midwest Conference in scoring
defense last year at 54.1 points per
game, are allowing just 44 points
per game this season - with oppo-
nents shooting 32.7 percent from
the floor.

St. Norbert held Dubuque to 48

points in its season opener, with
just 13 coming in the last 16 minutes
of the game. The Green Knights
then held UW-La Crosse to 35 in the
championship game, with 20 com-
ing in the second half.

St. Norbert’s 35 points allowed
against La Crosse marked its best
effort in a non-conference game in
25 years. The Green Knights last
held a non-conference foe to that
low of a point total in a 65-34 win
over UW-Stout on Dec. 8, 1984.

St. Norbert has held 13 of its last
16 opponents to 54 points or less.

Tough Schedule:

St. Norbert head coach Connie
Tilley is noted for her strong out-of-
conference schedules, and the 2009-
10 season proves to be no different.

The Green Knights will play four
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference opponents this season,
and are 2-0 thus far. The two wins
mark the seventh straight year the
Green Knights have defeated a
WIAC opponent.

Nineteen of St. Norbert’s last 22
losses to Division III opponents
have been to teams which have
played in the NCAA Division III
Tournament the same season in
which the loss occurred.

Of St. Norbert’s five losses in
2008-09, three were to NCAA quali-
fiers in UW-Eau Claire, Oglethorpe
and Ripon. The Green Knights also
lost to Beloit and Division II
Northern Michigan.

In 2007-08, four of the Green
Knights five losses were to NCAA
tournament squads in Eau Claire,
Medaille, Amherst and Chicago.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is 109-3 in its last
112 games when scoring 70 points
or more, including 43 straight.
Under Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is
286-22 when scoring at least 70

points.
* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest

Conference play for 11 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women'’s basketball.
