Game Overview:

St. Norbert returns to Midwest Conference action with a game against
Beloit in a game originally scheduled for Dec. 9, but was postponed due to
the blizzard that day.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Beloit 42-15 in a series that dates back to the 1977-78 sea-
son. The Green Knights have won 21 of the last 23 meetings, including 10
of the last 11 games at home.

Last Meeting:

St. Norbert topped Beloit 70-44 last Jan. 31 in De Pere to avenge a 65-52
loss at Beloit earlier in the season. The Green Knights led 36-25 at halftime
and gradually pulled away in the second half. Morgan Strasser led St.
Norbert with 18 points, while Rachel Hermus added 10 points. Mary
Parker had 13 points to lead Beloit, who committed 28 turnovers.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 514-253 in her
33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 843-451 at St. Norbert.

Beloit coach Don Adams (Louisiana College, 1996) is 48-53 in his fifth sea-
son in Beloit.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game with a 6-2 overall record and a 1-1 mark in
the Midwest Conference. The Green Knights split a pair of games this past
week at the Wartburg AmericInn Holiday Classic. St. Norbert topped UW-
Platteville 61-58 before falling to Wartburg 53-50 in the title game.

Senior guard Denise Heuser - who did not play in the Wartburg
Tournament due to injury - leads the team in scoring at 16.0 points per
game, and has made a team-high 13 3-pointers this season. Junior forward
Rachel Hermus is averaging 7.5 points with a team-high 5.4 rebounds per
game. Sophomore guard Krista Pelky is averaging 6.9 points per game.
Seven different players are averaging between 7.5 and 5.6 points per game.

St. Norbert is averaging 64.8 points per game. The Green Knights are

shooting 43.6 percent from the
floor, 34.7 percent on 3-pointers and
73.9 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 49.5 points
per game. The opposition is shoot-
ing 35.4 percent from the floor
including 21.7 percent on 3-pointers
and 63.8 percent on free throws.

About the Buccaneers:

Beloit enters Monday’s game with
a 3-5 overall record and a 1-1 mark
in the Midwest Conference. The
Buccaneers lost 56-45 at home to
Rockford on Saturday, but had won
three of their last four games prior
to that.

Senior guard Mary Parker leads
Beloit in scoring at 10.5 points per
game, and also grabs a team-high
9.4 rebounds per game. Junior for-
ward Diana Sopkowicz is scoring
10 points per game while shooting
50.9 percent from the floor.

Beloit is scoring an average of
56.8 points per game while shoot-
ing 37.9 percent from the floor, 24.7
percent on 3-pointers and 68.7 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 61.1 points
per game and are shooting 37.4 per-
cent from the floor, 28.9 percent on
3-pointers and 75.9 percent at the
free-throw line.

Schuldes Snippets:

St. Norbert has won 27 of its last
28 games at Schuldes Sports Center,
the lone blemish coming in the
Midwest Conference Tournament
championship to Ripon last season
by a 56-49 score.

The Green Knights had a 24-game
home court winning streak prior to
its loss to Ripon and are 3-0 at home
this season.

St. Norbert is 73-15 in its last 88
games played at Schuldes Sports
Center, and has won its last 17
Midwest Conference regular-sea-
son home games.

Steady Scoring:
St. Norbert senior guard Denise
Heuser has enjoyed a solid season
to date, averaging 16.0 points per
game while shooting 47.8 percent
from the floor.
Heuser, who

missed the

Wartburg Tournament with an
injury, has scored in double figures
in every game she has played in this
season. Heuser scored a season-
high 20 in the season opener against
Dubuque, and has scored 17 points
against UW-La Crosse and UW-Eau
Claire.

Heuser has 750 career points
entering the Beloit game. With 15
regular-season games remaining,
Heuser would have to average 16.7
points per game the rest of the way
to become the 14th player in pro-
gram history to reach 1,000 career
points.

WIAC Wins:
St. Norbert has won at least one
game against the Wisconsin

Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
in each of the past seven seasons
and in eight of the last nine years.
The Green Knights posted a 4-0
mark against the WIAC this year.
St. Norbert last went unbeaten
against the WIAC in 1984-85, going
7-0 against that league en route to a
Final Four trip and a 24-4 record.
Head coach Connie Tilley owns a
respectable 66-70 record against
WIAC foes during her career at St.
Norbert, and owns at least one win
against all nine member schools.

Jump Shots:

* - Entering the 2009-10 season,
nineteen of St. Norbert’s last 22 loss-
es to Division III opponents have
been to teams which have played in
the NCAA Division III Tournament
the same season in which the loss
occurred.

* - St. Norbert is 110-3 in its last
113 games when scoring 70 points
or more, including having won 44
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 287-22 when scoring at
least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 11 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn't win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
