Game Overview:

St. Norbert hits the road to face defending Midwest Conference champi-
on Ripon. The Green Knights are a half-game behind the Red Hawks in the
league standings.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Ripon 48-25 in a series that dates back to the 1975-76
season. The Green Knights have won eight of the last nine games in the
series, and had won eight straight before Ripon topped St. Norbert 56-49 in
the 2009 Midwest Conference championship game.

Last Meeting;:

In a game that featured 14 ties and 12 lead changes, Ripon tipped St.
Norbert 56-49 in the Midwest Conference title game last Feb. 28 at Schuldes
Sports Center in De Pere. St. Norbert led 49-48 with 1 minute left before the
Red Hawks scored the game’s final eight points. Erin Lind led Ripon with
15 points, while Morgan Strasser led St. Norbert with 18 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 515-253 in her
33rd season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 844-451 at St. Norbert.

Ripon coach Julie Johnson (Dakota State, 1988) is 260-195 in her 20th sea-
son in Ripon.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the Ripon game 7-2 overall record and a 2-1 mark in
the Midwest Conference. The Green Knights needed two baskets in the
final 10 seconds to slip past Beloit 68-65 in a Midwest Conference game this
past Monday at Schuldes Sports Center.

Senior guard Denise Heuser - who has missed the last three games due
to injury but is expected back for the Ripon game - leads the team in scor-
ing at 16.0 points per game, and has made a team-high 13 3-pointers this
season. Sophomore guard Krista Pelky is averaging 8.3 points per game
and has a team-high 20 steals. Junior forward Rachel Hermus is averaging
8.1 points and 5.0 rebounds per game. Eight St. Norbert players are averag-

ing 5.6 points per game or better.

St. Norbert is averaging 65.1
points per game. The Green
Knights are shooting 43.6 percent
from the floor, 35.8 percent on 3-
pointers and 74.0 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents are
scoring 51.2 points per game. The
opposition is shooting 37.6 percent
from the floor including 26.6 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 64.9 percent
on free throws.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters Saturday’s game
with a 6-3 overall record and a 2-0
mark in the Midwest Conference.
Ripon has played just one home
game this year, beating UW-
Oshkosh 66-61 on Nov. 24. The Red
Hawgks last played on Dec. 30, win-
ning at Webster 61-52.

Sophomore forward Erin Lind
leads the Red Hawks in scoring and
rebounding at 15.2 points and 7.1
rebounds per game. Senior forward
Jessica DeHamer is scoring 10.2
points with 6.4 rebounds per game,
while senior guard Carissa
Zuercher is scoring 9.4 points per
game.

Ripon is scoring an average of
62.9 points per game while shoot-
ing 40.7 percent from the floor, 33.3
percent on 3-pointers and 68.8 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring 65.7 points
per game and are shooting 43.7 per-
cent from the floor, 33.1 percent on
3-pointers and 68.9 percent at the
free-throw line.

D is for Defense:

St. Norbert is allowing its oppo-
nents to score just 51.2 points per
game this season. The Green
Knights’ scoring defense is 10.4
points per game better than the
next-best team, which is Beloit’s
61.6 points per game.

In this week’s NCAA Division III
national statistical rankings, St.
Norbert had the ninth-best scoring
defense out of 424 teams.

The Green Knights have allowed
opponents to 49 points or less in
five of their games this season,
including a low of 35 points in a 54-
35 win over UW-La Crosse in the

championship game of the St.
Norbert Tip-Off Tournament on
Novw. 21.

St. Norbert has not had a season
where it has held its opponents to
under an average of 52 points per
game since a 50.2 points per game
mark in 1985-86.

WIAC Wins:
St. Norbert has won at least one
game against the Wisconsin

Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
in each of the past seven seasons
and in eight of the last nine years.
The Green Knights posted a 4-0
mark against the WIAC this year.
St. Norbert last went unbeaten
against the WIAC in 1984-85, going
7-0 against that league en route to a
Final Four trip and a 24-4 record.
Head coach Connie Tilley owns a
respectable 66-70 record against
WIAC foes during her career at St.
Norbert, and owns at least one win
against all nine member schools.

Jump Shots:

* - Sophomore guard Krista
Pelky’s 20 points against Beloit on
Jan. 4 is her career scoring high.

* - St. Norbert leads the Midwest
Conference in free-throw percent-
age (74.0 percent), scoring margin
(plus-13.9 ppg) and turnover mar-
gin (plus-6.8 pg).

* - Entering the 2009-10 season,
nineteen of St. Norbert’s last 22 loss-
es to Division III opponents have
been to teams which have played in
the NCAA Division III Tournament
the same season in which the loss
occurred.

* - St. Norbert is 110-3 in its last
113 games when scoring 70 points
or more, including having won 44
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 287-22 when scoring at
least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 11 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women'’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn’t win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
