The Series:

St. Norbert leads Lake Forest 37-20 in a hotly contested series begun in
the 1983-84 season. The Green Knights have won eight of the last nine
games in the series.

St. Norbert leads Illinois College 24-6 in a series begun in the 1984-85 sea-
son. The Green Knights have won 19 of the last 20 games in the series, the

lone blemish coming last season in a 59-52 Lady Blues' win in Jacksonville,

Last Meetings:

St. Norbert beat Lake Forest 61-53 on Dec. 17 at Schuldes Sports Center
in De Pere. The Green Knights led 35-24 at halftime and were led in scor-
ing by Krista Hawkinson’s 22 points. Liz Radtke led the Foresters with 16
points.

St. Norbert topped Illinois College 71-56 last Friday at Schuldes Sports
Center in De Pere. The Green Knights led 32-27 at halftime and got 16
points apiece from Krista Pelky and Tasha Giese. Brittney Burgess led the
Lady Blues with 18 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 565-261 in her
35th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 894-458 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 565
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history.

Lake Forest coach Tamlyn Tills (UW-La Crosse, 1982) is 46-36 in her
fourth season in Lake Forest. Including stops at Concordia-Chicago, Loras
and Concordia-Chicago, Tills is 183-242 in 17 years of collegiate coaching.

Illinois College coach Brenna Kelly (Culver Stockton, 1985) is 303-266 in
her 25th season in Jacksonville.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert heads into the week-
end with a 11-3 overall record and a
9-0 mark in the Midwest
Conference. The Green Knights,
who have won 42 of their last 43
games against Midwest Conference
foes, have been idle since topping
Knox 96-70 Saturday at home.

Senior guard Krista Pelky, now 12
points shy of 1,000 for her career,
leads the Green Knights in scoring
at 17.5 points per game. Senior for-
ward Jamie Kuhl is scoring 11.8
points with 6.6 rebounds per game.
Junior guard Krista Hawkinson is
scoring an average of 10.7 points
per game. Freshman forward Tasha
Giese is scoring 10.0 points per
game with a team-high 7.5
rebounds and 1.9 blocked shots per
game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 67.6 points per game, and is
shooting 42.9 percent from the
floor, 32.7 percent on 3-pointers and
74.8 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 56.5 points per game while
shooting 35.5 percent from the
floor, 27.5 percent on 3-pointers and
67.5 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Foresters:

Lake Forest enters the weekend at
6-6 overall and 5-3 in the Midwest
Conference. The Foresters are com-
ing off a road split last weekend,
losing 57-43 Friday at Ripon before
beating Beloit 95-64 on Saturday.
Lake Forest has lost four of its last
six games.

Junior guard Sam Schuring leads
the Foresters in scoring at 13.7
points per game. Junior forward Liz
Radtke is netting 11.5 points and 5.1
rebounds per game. Junior guard
Gina Ambrose is scoring an average
of 9.6 points per game.

Lake Forest is scoring an average
of 67.6 points per game, and is
shooting 39.7 percent from the
floor, 29.6 percent on 3-pointers and
72.4 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 62.6 points per game while
shooting 37.5 percent from the
floor, 25.8 percent on 3-pointers and
70.9 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Lady Blues:

Illinois College enters Friday’s
game with Carroll at 3-10 overall
record and a 3-5 mark in the
Midwest Conference. The Lady
Blues, who have lost seven of their
last eight games, lost 55-41 at Ripon
last Saturday.

Sophomore forward Brittney
Burgess leads the Lady Blues in
scoring at 11.6 points per game.
Sophomore forward Holly
Wohltman follows at 11.2 points per
game, and is shooting 52.1 percent
from the floor. Freshman guard
Morgan Brinker is scoring 10.1
points per game.

lllinois College is averaging 60.9
points per game while shooting
36.8 percent from the floor, 30.9 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 72.9 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-
ing 65.0 points per game while
shooting 39.7 percent from the
floor, 32.4 percent on 3-pointers and
73.5 percent at the free-throw line.

Pelky Patter:
Senior guard Krista Pelky
remained atop the Midwest

Conference scoring leaders follow-
ing an impressive 23-point, seven-
rebound, seven-assist outing in a
96-70 win over Knox last Saturday.
Pelky’s 17.5 points per game leads
all MWC players by almost three
full points.

Pelky is shooting 42.1 percent (80-
for-190) from the floor but is a
robust 49.1 percent (26-for-53) from
beyond the three-point arc. Pelky is
also 59-for-63 (93.7 percent) at the
free-throw line. Her free-throw per-
centage is currently third in the
Division III national statistics.

Pelky needs 12 points to reach the
1,000-point mark for her career and
become the 14th player in school
history to reach that scoring
plateau.

Jump Shot:

* - St. Norbert went 88-16 over the
last four seasons, its best four-year
stretch ever. Including this season,
the Green Knights own an impres-
sive 99-19 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season.
