St. Norbert College (13-3, 11-0) vs. Lawrence Univ. (1-14, 1-9)

Game Overview:

St. Norbert tries to remain unbeaten in the Midwest Conference when it
hosts Fox River Valley-rival Lawrence in a mid-week contest at Schuldes
Sports Center.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Lawrence 60-14 in an all-time series dating back to the
1975-76 season. The Green Knights have won 12 consecutive games in the
series. St. Norbert owns more wins over Lawrence than any other oppo-
nent.

Last Meeting;:

St. Norbert defeated Lawrence 94-43 last Feb. 19 at Schuldes Sports
Center in De Pere. The Green Knights, who shot 51.6 percent from the floor,
were led by Jamie Kuhl's 19 points. Krista Pelky added 15 points for St.
Norbert. Cathy Kaye's 11 points led Lawrence.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 567-261 in her
35th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 896-458 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 567
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spend more time coaching women'’s basketball
at one school.

Lawrence coach Tara Carr (Bowling Green, 1999) is 1-14 in her first sea-
son in Appleton.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game riding the crest of a season-high six-game
winning streak at 13-3 overall and 11-0 in the Midwest Conference. The
Green Knights swept a road trip to Illinois this past weekend, topping Lake
Forest 60-44 on Friday and defeating Illinois College 75-62 on Saturday.

Senior guard Krista Pelky kept her comfortable Midwest Conference
scoring lead with 42 points in the two games to boost her season average to
17.9 points per game. Pelky became the 14th player in school history to

reach 1,000 career points and now
has 1,030 for her career. Senior for-
ward Jamie Kuhl is averaging 12.1
points and 6.6 rebounds per game,

while  junior guard Krista
Hawkinson is netting 10.7 points
per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 67.6 points per game, and is
shooting 43.1 percent from the
floor, 33.7 percent on 3-pointers and
72.8 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 56.1 points per game while
shooting 34.9 percent from the
floor, 26.9 percent on 3-pointers and
67.5 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Vikings:

Lawrence comes into the game
with a 1-14 overall record and a 1-9
slate in the Midwest Conference.
The Vikings have lost eight consec-
utive games since posting an 81-77
home win over Knox on Dec. 13.
Lawrence lost to Grinnell 62-49 in
its most recent game this past
Saturday.

The Vikings are led by sopho-
more guard Amber Lisowe, who is
scoring an average of 12.1 points
per game. Freshman guard Chioma
Ejimkonye is netting 11.4 points per
game, while sophomore guard Alex
Deshler is scoring 9.8 points per
game with a team-high 7.4
rebounds per game.

Lawrence is averaging 53.5 points
per game while shooting 29.4 per-
cent from the floor, 22.7 percent on
3-pointers and 66.9 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 74.5
points per game while shooting
43.0 percent from the floor, 28.3 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 68.6 percent
at the free-throw line.

Pelky Patter:
Senior guard Krista Pelky
remained atop the Midwest

Conference with her third consecu-
tive game with at least 20 points fol-
lowing last weekend’s sweep of
Lake Forest and Illinois College.
Pelky’s 17.9 points per game leads
all MWC players by almost three
full points.

Pelky became the 14th player in
St. Norbert history to reach the

1,000-point mark for her career dur-
ing a 60-44 win over Lake Forest on
Jan. 20. Pelky now has 1,030 career
points to sit 13th on the all-time list,
and trails Liz Kleba (1,060 points
from 1977-81) by 30 points for 12th
all-time.

Pelky has improved her shooting
this season to 44.4 percent (96-for-
216) from the floor but is a robust
50.0 percent (31-for-62) from
beyond the three-point arc. Pelky is
also 64-for-69 (92.9 percent) at the
free-throw line.

Winning Tradition:

St. Norbert earned its fourth
straight 20-win season last year
after finishing the year 23-3 along
with its third Midwest Conference
title in four years. The stretch is the
only time in the history of the pro-
gram the Green Knights have won
20 games for at least three straight
years.

St. Norbert went 88-16 over the
last four seasons, its best four-year
stretch ever. Including this season,
the Green Knights own an impres-
sive 101-19 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season.

The Green Knights have
advanced to the NCAA Division III
Tournament a Midwest

Conference-record 10 times, and
have won at least one game in six of
those appearances.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert has won 44 of its
last 45 games against Midwest
Conference opponents.

* - St. Norbert’s 11-0 conference
mark gives it its first chance to fin-
ish unbeaten in a league regular-
season schedule since going 10-0 in
the Midwest Conference in 1989.

* - One more win would give St.
Norbert its best conference start
since going 12-0 in the Wisconsin
Independent  Colleges-Women’s
Athletic Conference in 1978-79.

* - St. Norbert is 131-3 in its last
134 games when scoring at least 70
points, including having won 59
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 309-22 when scoring at
least 70 points. St. Norbert is 6-0
this season when hitting that mark.
