Game Overview:

St. Norbert closes out the regular season with a trip down Highway 41 to
face Lawrence. The Green Knights have already clinched the Midwest
Conference title and will host the four-team post-season tournament next
weekend in De Pere. A win would also give St. Norbert its 600th win in pro-
gram history.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Lawrence 61-13 in an all-time series dating back to the
1975-76 season. The Green Knights have won 13 consecutive games in the
series. St. Norbert owns more wins over Lawrence than any other oppo-
nent.

Last Meeting:

St. Norbert posted an 89-45 win over Lawrence on Jan. 25 at Schuldes
Sports Center in De Pere. The Green Knights led 52-21 at halftime. Krista
Pelky led St. Norbert with 21 points, while Jamie Kuhl added 20 points.
Chioma Ejimkonye led the Vikings with 11 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 572-262 in her
35th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 901-458 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 572
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women'’s basketball
at one school.

Lawrence coach Tara Carr (Bowling Green, 1999) is 1-21 in her first sea-
son in Appleton.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game well rested after having all week off. The
Green Knights, 18-4 overall and 16-1 in the Midwest Conference, are com-
ing off a 97-46 rout of Carroll this past Saturday in De Pere. The game, dur-
ing which St. Norbert set a school record 70.8 percent from the floor,
marked the fifth time this year the Green Knights have scored at least 87

Senior guard Krista Pelky leads
the Midwest Conference in scoring
at 17.9 points per game. Senior for-
ward Jamie Kuhl is scoring 12.4
points per per game with 6.5
rebounds per game, while junior
guard Krista Hawkinson is scoring
11.2 points per game. Freshman for-
ward Tasha Giese is scoring 9.2
points per game with a team-high
7.6 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 69.0 points per game, and is
shooting 44.5 percent from the
floor, 33.9 percent on 3-pointers and
73.3 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 53.6 points per game while
shooting 34.9 percent from the
floor, 26.4 percent on 3-pointers and
68.4 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Vikings:

Lawrence enters the game at 1-21
overall and 1-16 in the Midwest
Conference. The Vikings have lost
their last 15 games, including a 59-
32 setback Wednesday at Ripon.

Sophomore guard Amber Lisowe
leads Lawrence in scoring at 11.6
points per game. Sophomore guard
Alex Deshler is netting an average
of 10.3 points per game. Freshman
guard Chioma Ejimkonye is averag-
ing 9.6 points per game. Freshman
forward Presley Neuman leads the
team in rebounding at 7.3 per game.

Lawrence is averaging 50.2 points
per game while shooting 28.3 per-
cent from the floor, 22.4 percent on
3-pointers and 65.7 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 72.9
points per game while shooting
42.7 percent from the floor, 27.9 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 71.3 percent
at the free-throw line.

Pelky Patter:

Senior guard Krista Pelky cur-
rently sits in 11th place on the St.
Norbert career scoring list after
scoring 25 points against Carroll
last Saturday. She now has 1,137
career points.

Pelky’s career scoring mark sits 19
points behind Becky Dickhut’s 1,156
points for 10th on the all-time St.
Norbert career scoring list.

Pelky’s marksmanship at the
charity stripe is currently a robust
78-for-85 (91.8 percent). She has
connected on 42 of 81 three-point
field goal attempts, good for a lofty
51.9 percent. She leads in the MWC
in scoring at 17.9 points per game.
Pelky has improved her overall
shooting this season to 46.6 percent
(137-for-294) from the floor.

In addition to holding the MWC
scoring lead, Pelky’s 3.5 assists per
game is currently third in the con-
ference.

Winning Tradition:

St. Norbert earned its fourth
straight 20-win season last year
after finishing the year 23-3 along
with its third Midwest Conference
title in four years. The stretch is the
only time in the history of the pro-
gram the Green Knights have won
20 games for at least three straight
years.

St. Norbert went 88-16 over the
last four seasons, its best four-year
stretch ever. Including this season,
the Green Knights own an impres-
sive 106-20 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season.

The Green Knights have
advanced to the NCAA Division III
Tournament a Midwest

Conference-record 10 times, and
have won at least one game in six of
those appearances.

Two more wins this season would
give St. Norbert its 11th 20-win sea-
son, and its sixth in the last 10 years.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert has won 49 of its
last 51 games against Midwest
Conference opponents.

* - St. Norbert is 133-4 in its last
137 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 311-23
when scoring at least 70 points. St.
Norbert is 8-1 this season when hit-
ting that mark.

* - St. Norbert has allowed at least
