Tournament Overview:
The winner of the Midwest Conference Tournament will receive the
league’s automatic qualifier into the NCAA Division III Tournament.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Carroll 29-17 in an all-time series dating back to the
1982-83 season. The Green Knights have won the last 10 meetings since the
Pioneers ripped off a six-game winning streak in the series.

St. Norbert leads Monmouth 24-6 in a series begun in the 1986-87 season.
The Green Knights have won 17 of the last 19 games in the series.

St. Norbert leads Lake Forest 38-20 in a hotly contested series begun in
the 1983-84 season. The Green Knights have won nine of the 10 games in
the series.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 573-262 in her
35th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 902-458 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 573
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Carroll coach Kris Jacobsen (UW-Platteville, 1989) is 202-133 in her 14th
season in Waukesha.

Monmouth coach Melissa Bittner (Monmouth, 2003) is 92-71 in her sev-
enth season in Monmouth.

Lake Forest coach Tamlyn Tills (UW-La Crosse, 1982) is 52-41 in her
fourth season in Lake Forest. Including stops at Concordia-Chicago, Loras
and Concordia-Chicago, Tills is 189-247 in 17 years of collegiate coaching.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the weekend as the tournament host for the fifth con-
secutive year after finishing the regular season 19-4 overall and 17-1 in the
Midwest Conference. The Green Knights are coming off an 87-52 romp
over Lawrence in the regular-season finale this past Saturday.

Senior for-
ward Jamie Kuhl is scoring 12.5
points per per game with 6.5
rebounds per game, while junior
guard Krista Hawkinson is scoring
11.3 points per game. Freshman for-
ward Tasha Giese is scoring 8.9
points per game with a team-high
7.4 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 69.8 points per game, and is
shooting 45.1 percent from the
floor, 33.5 percent on 3-pointers and
72.2 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 53.5 points per game while
shooting 34.9 percent from the
floor, 27.4 percent on 3-pointers and
68.5 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Pioneers:

Carroll enters the tournament
with a 12-11 overall record and a 11-
7 mark in the Midwest Conference
to finish in a four-way tie for third
place. The Pioneers have won 10 of
their last 13 games, including a 77-
59 win over Illinois College on
Saturday.

Senior forward Janelle Groer is
averaging 17.3 points per game.
Sophomore guard Emily DeNoyer
is netting 10.8 points per game,
while freshman center Breann
Maryanski is scoring 9.8 points per
game with a team-high 6.8
rebounds per game.

Carroll is averaging 64.2 points
per game while shooting 40.3 per-
cent from the floor, 29.3 percent on
3-pointers and 70.3 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 62.0
points per game while shooting
40.0 percent from the floor, 31.7 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 68.9 percent
at the free-throw line.

About the Scots:

Monmouth enters the tourna-
ment at 14-9 overall and finished as
the league runner-up at 13-5. The
Scots topped Knox 118-102 this past
Saturday in their regular-season
finale.

Senior guard Haley Jones leads
the Scots in scoring at 15.7 points
per game and is shooting 49.8 per-
cent from the field. Junior forward
Zipporah Williams is scoring 11.6

points per game with 8.8 rebounds
per game. Sophomore forward
Marla Willard is scoring 10.8 points
with 9.1 rebounds per game.
Monmouth is averaging 73.7
points per game while shooting
43.6 percent from the floor, 35.2 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 72.9 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-
ing 66.4 points per game while
shooting 41.0 percent from the
floor, 27.1 percent on 3-pointers and
68.6 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Foresters:

Lake Forest enters the tourna-
ment at 12-11 overall and is the No.
3 seeding after finishing in a four-
way tie for third place at 11-7. The
Foresters lost their most recent
game, a 59-53 loss at Grinnell last
Saturday.

Junior guard Sam Schuring leads
the Foresters in scoring at 12.8
points per game. Junior forward Liz
Radtke is netting 12.0 points per
game, while sophomore guard Gina
Ambrose is averaging 9.5 points per
game.

Lake Forest is averaging 66.5
points per game while shooting
38.8 percent from the floor, 25.8 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 71.3 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-
ing 63.3 points per game while
shooting 36.7 percent from the
floor, 27.6 percent on 3-pointers and
69.8 percent at the free-throw line.

Pelky Patter:

Senior guard Krista Pelky cur-
rently sits in 10th place on the St.
Norbert career scoring list after
scoring 20 points against Lawrence
last Saturday. She now has 1,157
career points.

If St. Norbert reaches the champi-
onship game of the tournament,
Pelky could leap all the way into
sixth on the school career scoring
list. Becky Coenen is ninth (1,164
points from 1977-81), Sarah Hackl is
eighth (1,168 from 1992-95), Nicky
Belongea is seventh (1,187 from
1994-97) and Joan Watzka is sixth
(1,192 from 1985-89).

Pelky’s marksmanship at the
charity stripe is currently a robust
81-for-91 (89.0 percent). She has

connected on 43 of 82 three-point field
goal attempts, good for a lofty 52.4 per-
cent. Pelky has improved her overall
shooting this season to 47.9 percent
(145-for-303) from the floor.

Winning Tradition:

St. Norbert earned its fourth straight
20-win season last year after finishing
the year 23-3 along with its third
Midwest Conference title in four years.
The stretch is the only time in the his-
tory of the program the Green Knights
have won 20 games for at least three
straight years.

St. Norbert went 88-16 over the last
four seasons, its best four-year stretch
ever. Including this season, the Green
Knights own an impressive 107-20
record since the start of the 2007-08
season.

The Green Knights have advanced to
the NCAA Division III Tournament a
Midwest Conference-record 10 times,
and have won at least one game in six
of those appearances.

One more win this season would
give St. Norbert the 11th 20-win season
in school history, and its sixth in the
last 10 years.

* - St. Norbert has won 50 of its last
52 games against Midwest Conference
opponents.

* - St. Norbert is 134-4 in its last 138
games when scoring at least 70 points.
St. Norbert had a 60-game winning
streak when scoring 70 points snapped
in a 77-72 loss to Monmouth on Feb. 3.
Under Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 312-
23 when scoring at least 70 points. St.
Norbert is 9-1 this season when hitting
that mark.
