
Weekend Overview:
St. Norbert opens Midwest Conference play with a pair of road games.

The Green Knights make their lone foray into Iowa this year Friday at
Grinnell before taking on Monmouth the following afternoon. St. Norbert
and Monmouth finished first and second in the MWC race last season and
met in an epic overtime game in the championship of last year’s conference
tournament.

The Series:
St. Norbert leads Grinnell 25-0 in an all-time series dating back to the

1992-93 season.
St. Norbert leads Monmouth 23-5 in a series begun in the 1986-87 season.

The Green Knights have won the last seven games and 16 of the last 17
games in the series. The only Monmouth win in that stretch was a 70-59
decision on Jan. 25, 2008 in Monmouth, Ill.

Last Meetings:
St. Norbert beat Grinnell 57-46 last Feb. 2 at Darby Gym in Grinnell,

Iowa, to remain unbeaten in the all-time series. The Green Knights held the
Pioneers to six points in the last seven minutes of the game to close out a
19-6 run. Krista Pelky’s 12 points led St. Norbert, which shot 29.3 percent
from the floor. Elizabeth Burnett’s 10 points led Grinnell.

St. Norbert beat Monmouth 56-54 last Feb. 26 in a tense Midwest
Conference Tournament championship game at Schuldes Sports Center in
De Pere. Krista Pelky had 16 points to lead St. Norbert, while Haley Jones’
18 points led Monmouth. The Green Knights forced two missed
Monmouth shots on the final possession of overtime to escape with the
win.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 556-260 in her

35th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 885-457 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 556
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert enters the weekend

with a 2-2 overall record. The Green
Knights had a 45-game regular-sea-
son home winning streak snapped
in a 49-44 loss to UW-Eau Claire on
Nov. 22 at Schuldes Sports Center.
The Green Knights are 61-5 in the
last four years in Midwest
Conference regular-season action.

Senior guard Krista Pelky leads
the Green Knights in scoring at 17.8
points per game, and is shooting
90.9 percent (20-for-22) at the free-
throw line. Junior guard Krista
Hawkinson is netting 12.0 points
per game, while senior forward
Jamie Kuhl is scoring 9.3 points
with 6.0 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 56.8 points per game, and is
shooting 36.2 percent from the
floor, 28.8 percent on 3-pointers and
80.6 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 56.2 points per game while
shooting 38.3 percent from the
floor, 33.3 percent on 3-pointers and
62.0 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Pioneers:
Grinnell enters the weekend with

a 1-3 overall record. The Pioneers
are coming off an 82-41 loss to
NAIA Park (Mo.) on Saturday.
Grinnell’s lone win this season
came in a 68-55 win over Ashford,
another NAIA foe, on Nov. 19.

Senior forward Megan Huey
leads the Pioneers in scoring at 9.8
points per game, and is also pulling
down a team-high 5.5 rebounds per
game. Junior Toluwaloju Alabi is
scoring 8.5 points per game, while
junior center Michelle Briggs is
scoring 8.0 points per game with 5.0
rebounds per game. 

Grinnell is averaging 53.0 points
per game while shooting 36.4 per-
cent from the floor, 29.8 percent on

3-pointers and 66.1 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 66.0
points per game while shooting
41.3 percent from the floor, 32.2 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 70.5 percent
at the free-throw line.

About the Scots:
Monmouth enters Friday’s game

with Beloit with a 1-2 overall
record. The Scots have been idle
since Nov. 23, when they dropped a
47-46 decision at home to North
Central (Ill.). Monmouth’s lone win
this season came in a 72-69 over-
time win over Central (Iowa) on
Nov. 19.

Junior forward Zipporah
Williams leads Monmouth with
14.7 points and 11.0 rebounds per
game, and is shooting 56.3 percent
from the floor. Sophomore forward
Marla Willard is scoring 14.3 points
per game with 10.7 rebounds per
game, and is shooting 50 percent
from the floor. Freshman guard
Kathleen Forrest is scoring an aver-
age of 8.0 points per game.

Monmouth is scoring an average
of 63.7 points per game, and is
shooting 35.1 percent from the
floor, 30.6 percent on 3-pointers and
84.4 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 64.7 points per game while
shooting 39.9 percent from the
floor, 34.2 percent on 3-pointers and
68.8 percent at the charity stripe.

Jump Shots:
* - St. Norbert is 126-3 in its last

129 games when scoring at least 70
points, including having won 54
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 304-22 when scoring at
least 70 points. St. Norbert was 6-0
last season when reaching 70
points.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 13 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn’t win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
