
Game Overview:
St. Norbert heads down to west-central Illinois try and remain unbeaten

in Midwest Conference play when it takes on Knox in a league contest at
Memorial Gym.

The Series:
St. Norbert leads Knox 27-0 in an all-time series dating back to the 1993-

84 season. The amount of wins is tied for fifth-most in a series for St.
Norbert, trailing Lawrence (60), Ripon (52), Beloit (47), Lake Forest (36) and
is tied with Carroll.

Last Meeting:
St. Norbert beat Knox 62-55 last Jan. 15 at Memorial Gym in Galesburg,

Ill. The Green Knights trailed 30-27 at halftime before rallying in the second
half for the win. Rachel Hermus had 15 points for St. Norbert, while
Stefanie Bunday and Erin Baganz added 10 points apiece. Jenny Haskell
led Knox with 19 points, while Sara Johnson added 11 points.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 559-260 in her

35th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 888-457 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 558
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history.

Knox coach Emily Cline (Cornell College, 2001) is 23-52 in her fourth year
in Galesburg.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert enters the game with a 5-2 overall record and a 3-0 mark in

the Midwest Conference. The Green Knights remained one of two unbeat-
ens in league action with an 87-58 drubbing of Beloit Wednesday at
Schuldes Sports Center.

Senior guard Krista Pelky scored 21 points in just 25 minutes against
Beloit, and boosted her Midwest Conference-leading scoring average to
19.0 points per game. Senior forward Jamie Kuhl is scoring 9.7 points and

grabbing 6.1 rebounds per game.
Junior guard Krista Hawkinson is
scoring 9.4 points per game, while
freshman forward Tasha Giese is
scoring 7.9 points with a team-high
6.4 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 62.9 points per game, and is
shooting 38.9 percent from the
floor, 33.0 percent on 3-pointers and
78.7 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 52.7 points per game while
shooting 34.0 percent from the
floor, 30.6 percent on 3-pointers and
66.9 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Prairie Fire:
Knox enters the game with a 1-5

overall record and a 1-2 tally in
Midwest Conference action. The
Prairie Fire is coming off a 72-64
loss at home to Grinnell on
Wednesday. Knox picked up its first
win of the season last Saturday
when it topped Carroll at home by
an 83-78 count.

Senior forward Krystyna
Williams leads Knox in scoring and
rebounding at 10.8 points and 8.6
rebounds per game. Senior forward
Kelly Ricketts is scoring 9.2 points
per game, while senior guard Abby
Owens is netting 8.8 points per
game.

Knox has adopted a variation of
the Grinnell “system” this season,
and has hoisted a whopping 212
three-point field-goal attempts this
season, an average of 35.3 per game.

Knox is averaging 74.2 points per
game while shooting 30.3 percent
from the floor, 21.7 percent on 3-
pointers and 63.8 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 89.3
points per game while shooting
48.3 percent from the floor, 14.3 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 68.8 percent
at the free-throw line.

Pelky Patter:
Senior guard Krista Pelky contin-

ued a hot three-game stretch with
21 points against Beloit on
Wednesday. Pelky has scored 62
points in her last three games,
working out to an average of 20.7

points per game.
Pelky scored 18 points in a 58-48

win over Grinnell last Friday, and
then added 23 points in a 68-38 rout
of Monmouth on Saturday. Pelky
made all six of her three-point field
goal attempts against Monmouth,
one shy of the school record for
made 3-pointers in a single game.

Pelky is leading the Midwest
Conference in scoring at 19.0 points
per game. She is shooting 47.6 per-
cent (39-for-82) from the floor but is
a robust 56.3 percent (18-for-32)
from beyond the three-point arc.
Pelky is also 37-for-42 (90.2 percent)
at the free-throw line.

Pelky needs 124 points to reach
the 1,000-point mark for her career
and become the 14th player in
school history to reach that scoring
plateau.

Jump Shots:
* - Sophomore guard Morgan

Heim scored a career-high nine
points in last Saturday’s 68-38 win
over Monmouth. She followed that
game with another career-high
scoring performance, this time
pumping in 11 points off the bench
in the Green Knights’ 87-58 win
over Beloit.

* - A total of 14 of the 15 players
who dressed and played in
Wednesday’s 87-58 win over Beloit
scored points. A total of 13 different
players recorded at least one
rebound.

* - St. Norbert is 127-3 in its last
130 games when scoring at least 70
points, including having won 54
straight. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 305-22 when scoring at
least 70 points. St. Norbert was 6-0
last season when reaching 70 points
and is 2-0 this season.

* - St. Norbert has achieved at
least 10 wins in Midwest
Conference play for 13 straight
years. It is the longest current streak
with double-digit wins in MWC
women’s basketball. The last time
St. Norbert didn’t win at least 10
league games was 1997-98, when it
posted a 7-6 mark.
