St. Norbert gets back into league action with a key Midwest Conference
game against Monmouth at Schuldes Sports Center. The Green Knights
and Fighting Scots meet only once this season.

The Series:
St. Norbert leads Monmouth 24-6 in a series begun in the 1986-87 season.
The Green Knights have won 17 of the last 19 games in the series.

Last Meeting;:

Monmouth tipped St. Norbert 77-72 last Feb. 3 at Schuldes Sports Center
in De Pere. The Green Knights led by as many as 17 points in the first half
before the Scots rallied thanks to shooting 71.4 percent (15-for-21) from the
floor in the second half. Zipporah Williams led Monmouth with 22 points
and 11 rebounds. Krista Pelky had 22 points to lead St. Norbert, while
Krista Hawkinson added 19 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 581-266 in her
36th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 909-462 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 581
wins ranks her 12th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Monmouth coach Melissa Bittner (Monmouth, 2003) is 105-73 in her
eighth season in Monmouth.

Midwest Conference, have lost their
last two games. St. Norbert fell to
UW-Oshkosh 58-45 last Friday and
to Loras 56-54 on Monday at
Schuldes Sports Center.

Senior guard Krista Hawkinson
holds the team scoring lead, averag-
ing 121 points per game.
Sophomore forward Tasha Giese is
now averaging 9.7 points per game
while shooting 50.7 percent from
the floor, and is leading the Green
Knights in rebounding at 7.3
rebounds per game. Freshman
guard Megan Doody is netting 7.0
points per game after registering a
career-high 17 points in the loss to
Loras.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 57.5 points per game, and is
shooting 36.5 percent from the
floor, 27.6 percent on 3-pointers and
70.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 49.8 points per game while
shooting 37.3 percent from the
floor, 27.5 percent on 3-pointers and
67.9 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Scots:

Monmouth enters the game 11-1
overall and 6-1 in the Midwest
Conference. The Scots played their
final non-conference game of the
year with an 81-48 home win over
Central on Wednesday.
Monmouth's lone loss this season
came in a 64-60 setback to Cornell
on Dec. 22.

Senior forward Zipporah
Williams leads the Scots with 12.8
points and 10.2 rebounds per game.
Junior forward Marla Willard is
averaging 12.5 points per game and
is shooting 60.4 percent from the
floor. Sophomore guard Paige Nord
is netting 12.0 points per game,
while junior guard Kaley Corban is
averaging 10.7 points per game.

Monmouth is averaging 76.9
points per game while shooting
45.3 percent from the floor, 35.7 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 69.9 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-
ing 63.7 points per game while
shooting 35.9 percent from the
floor, 25.4 percent on 3-pointers and
63.6 percent at the free-throw line.

D is for Defense:

St. Norbert has moved back into
the lead in the Midwest Conference
in scoring defense, holding its 11
opponents this season to an average
of 49.8 points per game. The Green
Knights are just ahead of Cornell’s
51.0 points allowed per game.

The Green Knights have led the
MWC in scoring defense in each of
the last five seasons, including a
low of 51.4 points per game during
the 23-4 season of 2009-10. St.
Norbert advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Division III
Tournament that season.

St. Norbert is currently 21st in the
most recent NCAA Division III
national statistical rankings in scor-
ing defense. Oswego State is the
national leader, allowing 39.7
points per game.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is trying to avoid its
first three-game home losing streak
in 15 years. The Green Knights have
not lost three consecutive games at
Schuldes Sports Center since falling
to Ripon, Beloit and Lake Forest on
Jan. 24-31, 1998.

* - St. Norbert is 7-0 this season
when scoring at least 57 points. The
Green Knights are 1-3 this season
when held below that total, picking
up their lone win in that category in
a 49-46 win over Carthage in the
championship game of the Baylake
Bank Tip-Off Tournament on Nov.
17.

* - St. Norbert is 136-4 in its last
140 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth last Feb. 3. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 314-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 115-25 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in each of the last five seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. It is
the best five-year mark in school
history.
