The Series:

St. Norbert leads Lake Forest 38-20 in a hotly contested series begun in
the 1983-84 season. The Green Knights have won nine of the last 10 games
in the series.

Last Meeting;:

St. Norbert defeated Lake Forest 60-44 last Jan. 25 at the Lake Forest
Sports Center in Lake Forest, Ill. The Green Knights got 22 points from
Krista Pelky, the only player in the game to reach double figures. Lake
Forest, which shot 25.4 percent from the floor, was led by eight points from
Liz Radtke.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 577-264 in her
36th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 905-460 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 577
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Lake Forest coach Tamlyn Tills (UW-La Crosse, 1982) is 54-45 in her fifth
season in Lake Forest. Coupled with head coaching stops at Concordia-5t.
Paul, Loras and Concordia-Chicago, Tills is 190-252 in 18 years of collegiate
coaching.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters tonight's game
with a 4-1 overall record and a 1-1
mark in the Midwest Conference.
The Green Knights suffered their
first loss of the season with a 63-42
loss Saturday at MWC newcomer
Cornell.

The Green Knights are led in
scoring by senior guard Krista
Hawkinson, who at 13.0 points per
game is the only player netting
points in double figures this season.
Junior guard Morgan Heim follows
with an average of 8.4 points per
game, while junior forward Lauren
Carman is averaging 7.0 points per
game off the bench. Freshman for-
ward Amy Wieting is the top
rebounder at 7.8 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 55.4 points per game, and is
shooting 33.7 percent from the
floor, 30.0 percent on 3-pointers and
69.6 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 50.0 points per game while
shooting 40.9 percent from the
floor, 33.3 percent on 3-pointers and
64.1 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Foresters:

Lake Forest enters tonight's game
at 2-3 overall and 1-2 in the
Midwest Conference. The Foresters
have dropped their last two games -
a 60-52 home loss to Carroll last
Wednesday and a 65-54 road loss
Saturday at Illinois College.

Senior forward Liz Radtke has
been the top performer for the
Foresters in the early going, averag-
ing 12.6 points and 5.8 rebounds
per game - both teams highs. Junior
guard Gina Ambrose is averaging
8.4 points per game, all coming in a
reserve role to date. Freshman for-
ward K.C. Stralka is averaging 8.0
points per game and is shooting
51.5 percent from the floor.

Lake Forest is averaging 62.2
points per game while shooting
42.2 percent from the floor, 21.7 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 68.0 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-
ing 62.0 points per game while
shooting 37.3 percent from the
floor, 26.7 percent on 3-pointers and
63.4 percent at the free-throw line.

D is for Defense:
in the
Midwest Conference in scoring

St. Norbert is second

defense, holding its five opponents
this season to an average of 50.0
points per game.

The Green Knights have led the
MWC in scoring defense in each of
the last five seasons, including a
low of 51.4 points per game during
the 23-4 season of 2009-10. St.
Norbert advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Division III
Tournament that season.

Rock Safety:

St. Norbert has taken great care of
the basketball so far this season en
route to a 4-1 start.

The Green Knights have commit-
ted just 64 turnovers in four games,
a meager average of 12.8 turnovers
per game. St. Norbert has forced an
average of 20 turnovers per game
(100 in five games).

Cornell is the only other team in
the Midwest Conference to average
less than 20 turnovers per game at
17.2 turnovers per game.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert has made 64 free
throws (64-for-92) while opponents
have attempted just 64 (41-for-64).

* - St. Norbert is 135-4 in its last
139 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth last Feb. 3. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 313-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 111-22 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in each of the last five seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. It is
the best five-year mark in school
history.
