The Series:

UW-Oshkosh leads St. Norbert 16-12 in an all-time series dating back to
the 1979-80 season. The Green Knights have won four of the last five meet-
ings.

Loras leads St. Norbert 4-0 in an all-time series dating back to the 1995-
96 season.

Last Meetings:

UW-Oshkosh topped St. Norbert 65-63 last Dec. 20 at Kolf Sports Center
in Oshkosh. The Titans claimed the win on Katie Kitzke's shot at the
buzzer. Krista Pelky led St. Norbert 16 points, while Tasha Giese added 12
points. Kitzke led the Titans with 17 points, while Kelsey Myklebust con-
tributed 15 points.

Loras beat St. Norbert 74-65 in the semifinals of the National Catholic
Tournament on Nov. 17, 2001 at the Loras Fieldhouse in Dubuque, Iowa.
Stacy Ritter had 15 points to lead St. Norbert, while Abbey Johnson added
13 points. Amy Jones led the Duhawks with 24 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 581-264 in her
36th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 909-460 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 581
wins ranks her 12th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women'’s basketball

UW-Oshkosh coach Brad Fischer
(UW-La Crosse, 2002) is 9-2 in his
first season in Oshkosh.

Loras coach Justin Heinzen
(Wisconsin Lutheran, 2004) is 84-59
in his sixth season in Dubuque.
Heinzen is a Manitowoc native.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the at 8-1 over-
all. The Green Knights improved to
5-1 in the Midwest Conference with
a 64-50 road win over Carroll on
Dec. 19 in their last game before the
holiday break.

Senior guard Krista Hawkinson
continues to lead the Green Knights
in scoring, averaging 12.9 points
per game. Sophomore forward
Tasha Giese is averaging 9.3 points
per game while shooting 49 percent
from the floor, and is leading the
Green Knights in rebounding at 7.1
caroms per game. Junior guard
Morgan Heim is averaging 7.2
points per game, while freshman
guard Megan Doody is netting 6.1
points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 59.2 points per game, and is
shooting 37.8 percent from the
floor, 28.4 percent on 3-pointers and
70.2 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 48.2 points per game while
shooting 36.8 percent from the
floor, 27.9 percent on 3-pointers and
66.1 percent at the charity stripe.

About the Titans:

UW-Oshkosh enters the game a 9-
2 overall record. The Titans have
won five consecutive games games,
including a 66-58 win over Adrian
on Dec. 21 in Las Vegas, Nev.
Oshkosh is 2-1 in the Wisconsin
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference.

Senior guard Megan Wenig leads
Oshkosh in scoring at 12.8 points
per game, and is shooting 37.0 per-
cent from beyond the three-point
arc. Senior guard Katie Kitzke is
netting 12.7 points per game. Junior
forward Sarah Stecker comes off the
bench to score 8.4 points per game,
while sophomore forward Heather
Conroy 7.8 points with 6.7
rebounds per game.

Oshkosh is averaging 61.8 points
per game while shooting 40.4 per-
cent from the floor, 28.2 percent on
3-pointers and 77.1 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 51.9
points per game while shooting
36.6 percent from the floor, 26.4 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 65.6 percent
at the free-throw line.

About the Duhawks:

Loras enters the game, its final
non-conference game of the season,
with a 9-1 overall record. The
Duhawks currently own a five-
game winning streak, with their
most recent win a 71-66 triumph at
Beloit on Dec. 19. Loras is 2-1 this
season against Wisconsin
Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
foes, with its only loss this season
coming 81-70 at UW-La Crosse on
Now. 25.

The Duhawks feature a balanced
offense, with no player averaging
double figures in scoring but with
seven players averaging at least 6.4
points per game. Junior forward
Katie Langmeier leads the
Duhawks with 9.5 points per game
and 6.9 rebounds per game, both
team highs. Junior forward Katie
Wheeler is averaging 9.2 points per
game. Senior center Melissa
Herrmann and senior forward Brit
Kent are both averaging 8.3 points
per game.

Loras is averaging 65.4 points per
game while shooting 39.1 percent
from the floor, 25.0 percent on 3-
pointers and 69.0 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 54.3
points per game while shooting
36.8 percent from the floor, 30.2 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 67.4 percent
at the free-throw line.

Jump Shot:

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 115-23 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in each of the last five seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. It is
the best five-year mark in school
history.
