Game Overview:

St. Norbert opens the second half of the Midwest Conference schedule
with a road trip to Beloit. St. Norbert head coach Connie Tilley, a Beloit
native, makes her first attempt at becoming the 13th coach in NCAA
Division IIIl women’s basketball history to reach 600 career wins.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Beloit 51-15 in an all-time series dating back to the 1977-
78 season. The Green Knights have won 10 straight games in the series
since a 65-52 Beloit win on Jan. 6, 2009. St. Norbert has won 30 of the last 32
games in the series, which dates back to the 1998-99 season.

Last Meeting;:

St. Norbert topped Beloit 79-43 on Jan. 8 at Schuldes Sports Center in De
Pere. The Green Knights outscored the Buccaneers 45-19 in the second half.
Heidi Van Sistine led St. Norbert with 15 points, while Lana Tomashek
added 13 points and Morgan Heim 10. Lana Wieseman led Beloit with 19
points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 599-275 in her
37th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 928-471 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 599
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Beloit coach Jennifer McCormick (Elmhurst, 2004) is 12-47 in her third
season in Beloit.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert heads to Beloit with an 11-3 overall record and an 8-1 mark in
the Midwest Conference. The Green Knights moved into sole possession of

first place in the MWC with a 66-42
win Saturday at former co-leader
linois College.

Freshman forward Brianna Byrne
leads the Green Knights in scoring
at 10.8 points per game. Senior
guard Lana Tomashek is averaging
9.9 points per game. Sophomore
center Heidi Van Sistine is averag-
ing 9.9 points and a team-high 5.1
rebounds per game, and is shooting
76.9 percent from the floor. Senior
guard Morgan Heim is averaging
8.7 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 71.1 points per game, and is
shooting 49.7 percent from the
floor, 30.2 percent on 3-pointers and
69.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 48.4 points per game while
shooting 32.9 percent from the
floor, 23.5 percent on 3-pointers and
67.4 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Buccaneers:

Beloit enters the game with a 3-10
overall record and a 3-5 mark in the
Midwest Conference. The
Buccaneers have lost five consecu-
tive games, including a 76-37 deci-
sion last Tuesday at Carroll.

Sophomore  forward Lana
Wieseman leads the Buccaneers in
scoring and rebounding at 16.8
points and 6.4 caroms per game.
Senior guard Lauren McNanna is
averaging 14.5 points per game,
while freshman forward Nora
Polaski is netting 7.1 points and 5.8
rebounds per game.

Beloit is averaging 63.0 points per
game while shooting 40.2 percent
from the floor, 26.8 percent on 3-
pointers and 76.0 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 78.1
points per game while shooting
45.7 percent from the floor, 35.5 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 64.3 percent
at the free-throw line.

Tilley Talk:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley is
one win away from becoming the
13th coach in NCAA Division III
women'’s basketball history to reach
600 career wins. Her first opportu-
nity to reach the plateau will come
Wednesday in her hometown of
Beloit.

Tilley would become the third
coach in Division III to reach 600
career wins this season. Roanoke’s
Susan Dunagan (605 wins) and St.
Benedict’s Mike Durbin (602) both
surpassed the milestone recently.

Tilley has wins over 79 different
schools, including all nine
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins have come against Lawrence
(62), Ripon (54) and Beloit (51).

Tilley’s 599 wins also outdis-
tances the 10 other Midwest
Conference’s coaches combined win
total, which enters play Wednesday
at 568 wins at their current schools.

D is for Defense:

St. Norbert entered this week
ranked second in the NCAA
Division III national statistical rank-
ings in scoring defense.

The Green Knights have held first
their 14 opponents to a combined
48.4 points per game this season,
trailing only Castleton State’s 46.1
points per game.

St. Norbert entered its game at
defending Midwest Conference
champion Cornell on Dec. 14 with
the Rams averaging 80.6 points per
game. The Green Knights held
Cornell to almost 34 points under
its season average in a 64-47 win. St.
Norbert also held Illinois College to
30 points under its average in a 66-
42 win on Jan. 18.

The Green Knights are also 14th
nationally in field-goal percentage
defense at 32.9 percent.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is 144-4 in its last
148 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 322-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - 5t. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 133-34 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in five of the last six seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. The
107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is the
best five-year stretch in program
history.
