The Green Knights remain tied with Cornell atop the
league standings with six games remaining.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Knox 29-1 in an all-time series dating back to the 1983-
84 season. The Green Knights won the first 29 meetings in the series before
dropping the only meeting between the two teams last season.

Last Meeting;:

Knox knocked off St. Norbert 79-68 on Jan. 26, 2013 at Memorial Gym in
Galesburg, Ill. The Green Knights shot 45.3 percent from the floor, 37 per-
cent from the line and committed 30 turnovers in the loss. Tasha Giese had
21 points and 10 rebounds for St. Norbert. Jessica Howard finished with 22
points for the Prairie Fire.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 601-276 in her
37th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 930-472 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 601
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Knox coach Emily Cline (Cornell College, 2001) is 39-92 in her sixth sea-
son in Galesburg.

first place in the Midwest
Conference with a 10-2 record. The
Green Knights rallied from an early
deficit to defeat Lake Forest 64-53
Tuesday on the road.

Freshman guard Brianna Byrne
leads the Green Knights in scoring
at 10.4 points per game. Sophomore
center Heidi Van Sistine has upped
her scoring average to 9.9 points per
game, and is pulling down 5.2
rebounds per game while shooting
74.5 percent from the floor. Senior
guard Morgan Heim is averaging
9.3 points per game, while senior
guard Lana Tomashek is netting 9.2
points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 69.3 points per game, and is
shooting 48.1 percent from the
floor, 29.4 percent on 3-pointers and
68.2 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 49.0 points per game while
shooting 34.1 percent from the
floor, 25.5 percent on 3-pointers and
67.5 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Prairie Fire:

Knox enters the game with a 4-12
overall record and a 2-9 mark in the
Midwest Conference. The Prairie
Fire is coming off a 116-61 road loss
Tuesday at Cornell. Knox topped
Lawrence 86-75 last Saturday in
Appleton.

Junior guard Jodi Marver leads
the Prairie Fire in scoring at 15.1
points per game. Senior guard
Chantal Heckman averages 12.8
points per game. Senior forward
Grace Theisen averages 12.2 points
and 4.6 rebounds per game. Junior
guard Jessica Howard nets 11.7
points per game and has canned a
team-high 42 3-pointers this season.

Knox is averaging 86.7 points per
game while shooting 34.6 percent
from the floor, 25.7 percent on 3-
pointers and 65.1 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring
102.2 points per game while shoot-
ing 51.5 percent from the floor, 33.8
percent on 3-pointers and 63.3 per-
cent at the free-throw line.

D is for Defense:
St. Norbert entered this week

ranked second in the NCAA
Division III national statistical rank-
ings in scoring defense.

The Green Knights have held first
their 16 opponents to a combined
48.4 points per game this season,
trailing only Castleton State’s 45.0
points per game. The Green
Knights are comfortably atop in the
Midwest Conference in scoring
defense at 49.0 points per game,
well ahead of Cornell’s 57.5 points
allowed per game.

St. Norbert entered its game at
defending Midwest Conference
champion Cornell on Dec. 14 with
the Rams averaging 80.6 points per
game. The Green Knights held
Cornell to almost 34 points under
its season average in a 64-47 win. St.
Norbert also held Illinois College to
30 points under its average in a 66-
42 win on Jan. 18.

The Green Knights are also 31st
nationally in field-goal percentage
defense at 33.7 percent.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is ranked fourth in
this week’s NCAA Division III
national statistics in field-goal per-
centage at 48.3 percent. Carthage is
the national leader at 51.7 percent.

* - St. Norbert is tenth in Division
[Iin scoring margin. The Green
Knights are outscoring their oppo-
nents by 20.3 points per game.
Thomas More is the national leader
at 40.5 points per game.

* - St. Norbert is 145-4 in its last
149 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 322-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - 5t. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 135-35 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in five of the last six seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. The
107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is the
best five-year stretch in program
history.
