The Series:
Loras leads St. Norbert 5-0 in an all-time series dating back to the 1995-
96 season.

Last Meeting:

Loras topped St. Norbert 56-54 last New Year’s Eve at Schuldes Sports
Center in De Pere. The Green Knights held a 26-16 first-half lead before the
Duhawks went on a 15-1 run to close out the half. St. Norbert led by seven
in the second half before another late Loras rally clinched the win.

Katie Langmeier led Loras with 14 points and 10 rebounds. Megan
Doody led St. Norbert with 17 points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 589-273 in her
37th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 918-469 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 589
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Loras coach Justin Heinzen (Loras, 2004) is 95-67 in his seventh season in
Dubuque.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert heads into its game with Loras at 1-1 overall. The Green
Knights finished as the runner-up in their own Tip-Off Tournament when
it fell to No. 4-ranked UW-Whitewater 72-61 on Saturday at Schuldes

Sports Center. St. Norbert opened
its season with a 107-21 win over
Northland in the tournament on
Friday.

Freshman guard Brianna Byrne
leads the Green Knights in scoring
at 12.0 points per game, and is
shooting 62.5 percent from the
floor. Sophomore center Heidi Van
Sistine is netting 11.0 points per
game while shooting 66.7 percent
from the field, and has grabbed a
team-high 6.5 rebounds per game.
Senior guard Morgan Heim is scor-
ing 10.5 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring 84.0 points
per game and is shooting 55.2 per-
cent from the floor, 34.8 percent on
3-pointers and 64.7 percent at the
free-throw line. Opponents are
scoring an average of 46.5 points
per game while shooting 30.1 per-
cent from the floor, 28.1 percent on
3-pointers and 68.0 percent at the
free-throw line.

About the Duhawks:

Loras enters the St. Norbert game
at 2-0 overall. The Duhawks
claimed a pair of wins at the
Edgewood Tournament this past
weekend. Loras topped Edgewood
80-67 on Saturday before claiming a
65-51 win over UW-Platteville on
Sunday:.

Senior forward Lauren Byrne and
senior forward Katie Langmeier
lead the Duhawks in scoring, with
both averaging 14.0 points per
game. Langmeier is tops in
rebounding at grabbing 11.5 car-
oms per game. Senior forward Katie
Wheeler is averaging 9.5 points per
game.

Loras is averaging 72.5 points per
game while shooting 42.5 percent
from the floor, 30.0 percent on 3-
pointers and 59.7 percent on free
throws. Opponents are scoring 59.0
points per game while shooting
35.8 percent from the floor, 22.5 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 68.8 percent
at the free-throw line.

Sister Act:

A pair of sisters will be battling
Wednesday for bragging rights
around the Thanksgiving dinner
table at their De Pere home.

St. Norbert freshman guard
Brianna Byrne and Loras senior for-
ward Lauren Byrne are sisters. Both
grew up in De Pere and attended
Green Bay Notre Dame Academy.

Brianna Byrne enters the Loras
game as the team leader in scoring
with 24 points. Byrne, one of two
1,000-point scorers in Notre Dame
history, helped the Tritons to the
WIAA Division 2 state title last
winter.

Lauren Byrne also leads her team
in scoring, netting 28 points
through two games. She had three
points and four rebounds in Loras’
56-54 win at St. Norbert last season.

D is for Defense:

St. Norbert has led the Midwest
Conference in scoring defense in
each of the last six seasons. The
Green Knights held opponents to
50.9 points per game last season.

The Green Knights have held
their two opponents to a combined
46.5 points per game this season to
again lead the Midwest Conference
in the early going.

Last season, St. Norbert held
Monmouth to 22 points under its
scoring average of 76.9 points per
game in a 65-55 win over the Scots
on Jan. 5 at Schuldes Sports Center.
The Green Knights held No. 19
Cornell to 27 points under its scor-
ing average in a 47-44 win on Jan.
19.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is 138-4 in its last
142 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 316-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 123-32 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in five of the last six seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. The
107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is the
best five-year stretch in program
history.
