St. Norbert opens Midwest Conference action when it faces long-time
archrival Lake Forest on Wednesday at Schuldes Sports Center. The Green
Knights are looking for their 12th Midwest Conference title this season.

The Series:

St. Norbert leads Lake Forest 39-21 in a hotly contested series begun in
the 1983-84 season. The Green Knights have won 10 of the last 12 games in
the series. St. Norbert won the last meeting in De Pere by a 61-41 margin on
Dec. 4, 2012.

Last Meeting:

Lake Forest topped St. Norbert 52-34 last Jan. 23 at the Lake Forest Sports
Center in Lake Forest, Ill. The Green Knights shot 22.4 percent from the
floor and were led by Tasha Giese’s seven points. Liz Radtke had 14 points
to lead Lake Forest, which shot 38.3 percent from the floor.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 590-273 in her
37th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 919-469 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 590
wins ranks her 13th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III
history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years) and Tennessee’s
Pat Summitt (38 years) have spent more time coaching women’s basketball
at one school.

Lake Forest coach Tamlyn Tills (UW-La Crosse, 1982) is 64-59 in her sixth
season in Lake Forest.

opener — with a 3-1 overall record.
The Green Knights have been idle
since last Tuesday, when it topped
UW-Eau Claire 69-50 at Schuldes
Sports Center. The win was St.
Norbert’s third in the last five sea-
sons over the Blugolds.

The Green Knights are led in
scoring by freshman guard Brianna
Byrne, who is coming off the bench
to average 10.8 points per game.
Senior guard Morgan Heim is net-
ting an average of 9.8 points per
game. Senior guard Lana Tomashek
is also scoring an average of 9.8
points per game and is shooting
62.5 percent from the floor.
Sophomore center Heidi Van
Sistine adds 9.3 points and a team-
high 4.8 rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 742 points per game, and is
shooting 52.0 percent from the
floor, 38.1 percent on 3-pointers and
68.3 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 46.0 points per game while
shooting 31.5 percent from the
floor, 26.7 percent on 3-pointers and
66.7 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Foresters:

Lake Forest enters the game at 0-
6 overall and 0-2 in the Midwest
Conference. The Foresters are com-
ing off an 81-55 loss at Ripon this
past Saturday. In Lake Forest’s other
Midwest Conference game, it
dropped a 79-68 decision to Carroll
on Now. 26.

Senior guard Sam Schuring leads
the Foresters in scoring at 12.2
points per game, and is also averag-
ing 5.8 rebounds per game while
shooting 51.7 percent from the
floor. Junior guard Danielle Canulli
is averaging 10.2 points per game
while shooting 51.3 percent from
the floor. Junior guard Abby
Wiedman is netting 8.3 points per
game and has made a team-high 10
three-point field goals.

Lake Forest is averaging 66.7
points per game while shooting
41.5 percent from the floor, 21.4 per-
cent on 3-pointers and 62.8 percent
on free throws. Opponents are scor-

ing 81.8 points per game while
shooting 43.9 percent from the
floor, 28.4 percent on 3-pointers and
67.1 percent at the free-throw line.

D is for Defense:

St. Norbert has led the Midwest
Conference in scoring defense in
each of the last six seasons. The
Green Knights held opponents to
50.9 points per game last season.

The Green Knights have held
their four opponents to a combined
46.0 points per game this season to
again lead the Midwest Conference
in the early going.

Last season, St. Norbert held
Monmouth to 22 points under its
scoring average of 76.9 points per
game in a 65-55 win over the Scots
on Jan. 5 at Schuldes Sports Center.
The Green Knights held No. 19
Cornell to 27 points under its scor-
ing average in a 47-44 win on Jan.
19.

Jump Shots:

* - The Green Knights 52.0 per-
cent shooting from the floor easily
tops the Midwest Conference.
Carroll second on in the conference
at 44.1 percent accuracy. As of last
week, St. Norbert was fifth in the
NCAA Division III in field-goal
percentage.

* - St. Norbert is the only team in
the Midwest Conference with a
positive assist-to-turnover ratio at
plus 1.6.

* - St. Norbert is 138-4 in its last
142 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 316-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 125-32 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in five of the last six seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. The
107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is the
best five-year stretch in program
history.
