The Series:
St. Norbert leads Beloit 53-15 in an all-time series dating back to the 1977-

78 season. The Green Knights have won 12 straight games in the series
since a 65-52 Beloit win on Jan. 6, 2009. St. Norbert has won 32 of the last 34
games in the series, which dates back to the 1998-99 season.

Last Meeting:
St. Norbert defeated Beloit 72-52 on Jan. 13, 2015 at Schuldes Sports

Center in De Pere. The Green Knights led 37-27 at halftime before pulling
away in the second half. Heidi Van Sistine led St. Norbert with 20 points,
while Brianna Byrne had 13 points. Regan Carmichael and Tasha Giese
both had 11 points. Nora Polaski and Megan McCabe both had 11 points
for Beloit.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 625-280 in her

38th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 953-477 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 625
wins ranks 10th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III histo-
ry. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years, 1971-2012) has spent
more time coaching women’s basketball at one school.

Beloit coach Jennifer McCormick (Elmhurst, 2004) is 21-67 in her fourth
season in Beloit.

The Green Knights
maintained their two-game lead in
the MWC race with a 73-27 win
over Lawrence on Wednesday at
Schuldes Sports Center.

Sophomore guard Brianna Byrne
tops the Green Knights with an
average of 12.7 points per game.
Senior center Heidi Van Sistine is
averaging 10.6 points and a team-
high 6.4 rebounds after collecting a
career-high 15 caroms against
Lawrence. Sophomore guard Jill
Kleiman is averaging 9.9 points per
game, while senior forward Tasha
Giese is averaging 9.7 points and 6.0
rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 68.4 points per game, and is
shooting 45.0 percent from the
floor, 29.0 percent on 3-pointers and
66.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 50.2 points per game while
shooting 33.4 percent from the
floor, 26.9 percent on 3-pointers and
71.0 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Buccaneers:
Beloit enters the game 5-14 over-

all and 4-10 in the Midwest
Conference. The Buccaneers have
lost seven consecutive games since
a 100-81 win over Knox on Jan. 10.
Beloit dropped a 76-49 decision at
Illinois College on Wednesday.

Junior forward Lana Wieseman
leads the Buccaneers offensively at
19.3 points per game and is also
grabbing 8.7 rebounds per game.
Sophomore guard Laura Panicali is
averaging 11.6 points and 5.2
rebounds per game, while sopho-
more forward Nora Polaski is regis-
tering 10.6 points and 5.3 rebounds
per game.

Beloit is scoring an average of
61.1 points per game, and is shoot-
ing 38.5 percent from the floor, 20.8
percent on 3-pointers and 69.0 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 68.9 points per game while
shooting 40.5 percent from the
floor, 24.7 percent on 3-pointers and
62.3 percent at the free-throw line.

Twenty Tidbits:
St. Norbert held Lawrence to 27

points in Wednesday’s 73-27 win at
Schuldes Sports Center. It was a
season-low point total for a St.
Norbert opponent this season.

It marked the first time St.
Norbert held an opponent below 30
points in a Midwest Conference
game since a 66-25 win over Knox
on Jan. 28, 2005.

Tilley Talk:
With a 64-41 win over Lake Forest

on Nov. 19, St. Norbert coach
Connie Tilley moved into sole
possession of 10th place in  Division
III women’s basketball history for
career wins with 611.

Tilley, who now has 625 career
wins, passed Susan Dunagan for
10th place in career wins. Dunagan,
who retired after last season,
coached at Roanoke from 1982 to
2014. Johns Hopkins coach Nancy
Funk currently has 635 wins to
stand in ninth place.

Tilley has wins over 79 different
schools, including all nine
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Lawrence (65),
Ripon (57) and Beloit (53).

Jump Shots:
* - St. Norbert ranked eighth in

the NCAA Division III’s most
recent national statistical rankings
in field-goal percentage at 45.3 per-
cent. Wisconsin Lutheran is the cur-
rent national leader at 49.4 percent.

* - St. Norbert is 155-4 in its last
159 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 328-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 158-39 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in six of the last seven seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. The
107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is the
best five-year stretch in program
history.
