Sophomore guard Brianna Byrne
leads the Green Knights in scoring
at 11.3 points per game. Sophomore
guard Jill Kleiman is the only other
St. Norbert player to average in
double figures at 10.9 points per
game. Senior forward Tasha Giese
is averaging 9.3 points and a team-
high 6.1 rebounds per game.
Sophomore center Mallory
Nickerson is coming off the bench
to average 8.1 points per game.
Junior center Heidi Van Sistine is
averaging 7.4 points and 4.4
rebounds per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 64.9 points per game, and is
shooting 43.3 percent from the
floor, 29.0 percent on 3-pointers and
69.2 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 48.6 points per game while
shooting 34.5 percent from the
floor, 29.6 percent on 3-pointers and
72.2 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Pioneers:

Grinnell enters the game 2-5 over-
all and 2-2 in the Midwest
Conference. The Pioneers are com-
ing off an 80-72 home loss to
Cornell on Wednesday. Grinnell
owns Midwest Conference wins of
89-80 over Monmouth on Nov. 25
and Lake Forest 64-62 this past
Saturday.

Junior guard Alissa Hirsh shares
the Midwest Conference scoring
lead at 22.0 points per game and
also averages 6.4 rebounds per
game. Sophomore Sophia Gatton
averages 10.6 points per game.
Freshman forward Kayla Morrissey
is averaging 10.0 points per game.
Sophomore forward Alex
Neckopulos averages 6.6 points and
11.3 rebounds per game, and
grabbed a school-record 23
rebounds Wednesday in the loss to
Cornell.

Grinnell is scoring an average of
66.1 points per game, and is shoot-
ing 36.5 percent from the floor, 28.7
percent on 3-pointers and 62.7 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 72.6 points per game while
shooting 43.9 percent from the
floor, 38.2 percent on 3-pointers and

73.1 percent at the free-throw line.

Tilley Talk:

With a 64-41 win over Lake Forest
on Nov. 19, St. Norbert coach
Connie Tilley moved into sole
possession of 10th place in Division
III women’s basketball history for
career wins with 611.

Tilley, who now has 615 career
wins, passed Susan Dunagan for
10th place in career wins. Dunagan,
who retired after last season,
coached at Roanoke from 1982 to
2014. Johns Hopkins coach Nancy
Funk currently has 626 wins to
stand in ninth place.

Tilley has wins over 79 different
schools, including all nine
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Lawrence (63),
Ripon (56) and Beloit (52).

Jump Shots:

*- Senior forward Tasha Giese
leads the Midwest Conference in
field-goal percentage at 65.8
percent. Junior center Heidi Van
Sistine is second in the league at
64.1 percent.

* - St. Norbert currently leads the
Midwest Conference in scoring
defense at 48.6 points per game.
The Green Knights have held five of
their seven opponents this season to
50 points or less, with a season-best
effort of yielding 39 points to Ripon
on Dec. 3. Cornell is second in the
MWC in scoring defense at 52.4
points per game.

* - St. Norbert is 149-4 in its last
153 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 326-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - 5t. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 148-37 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in six of the last seven seasons, with
four years with at least 20 wins. The
107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is the
best five-year stretch in program
history.
