Game Overview:

St. Norbert travels to Ripon to face the Red Hawks as the Green Knights
look to keep their two-game lead on second-place Cornell in the Midwest
Conference standings.

The Series:
St. Norbert leads Ripon 60-27 in a series started during the 1975-76 sea-
son. The Green Knights have won 20 of the last 23 games in the series.

Last Meeting:

St. Norbert topped Ripon 61-26 on Dec. 2, 2015 at Schuldes Sports Center
in De Pere. The Green Knights led 32-16 at halftime and pulled away from
there. Regan Carmichael led St. Norbert with 16 points, while Brianna
Byrne added 12 points and Mallory Nickerson 10 points. Maggie Oimoen
led the Red Hawks with eight points.

The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 643-285 in her
39th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 971-482 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 643
wins ranks 10th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III histo-
ry. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years, 1971-2012) has spent
more time coaching women’s basketball at one school.

Ripon coach Lauren Johnson (Clarke, 2008) is 22-40 in her third season in
Ripon.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game with an 12-4 overall record and remains
unbeaten in the Midwest Conference with an 11-0 record. The Green
Knights, who are 39-1 in their last 40 games against Midwest Conference
opponents, are coming off an 83-40 win over Monmouth this past Saturday
at Schuldes Sports Center in De Pere.

The Green Knights are led in scoring by junior guard Regan Carmichael,

who is averaging 12.0 points per
game and is also collecting a team-
high 5.1 rebounds per game. Junior
guard Brianna Byrne is averaging
11.2 points per game, while senior
guard Stephanie Weigman is aver-
aging 10.2 points per game. Junior
guard Jill Kleiman is averaging 7.4
points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 69.6 points per game, and is
shooting 43.8 percent from the
floor, 34.6 percent on 3-pointers and
61.6 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 50.8 points per game while
shooting 36.8 percent from the
floor, 31.2 percent on 3-pointers and
67.3 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters the game with a 10-
6 overall record and is 6-5 in the
Midwest Conference. The Red
Hawks, who have lost three of their
last four games, are coming off a 54-
39 win at Lawrence this past
Wednesday.

Freshman center Maggie Oimoen
paces Ripon with a team-high 10.9
points per game while also snaring
5.4 rebounds per game. Sophomore
guard Emma McDonald is averag-
ing 9.2 points per game, while jun-
ior forward Nicole Herkert is aver-
aging 7.8 points and a team-high 5.5
rebounds per game.

Ripon is scoring an average of
57.5 points per game and is shoot-
ing 39.9 percent from the floor, 32.7
percent on 3-pointers and 65.2 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 58.2 points per game while
shooting 36.0 percent from the
floor, 28.0 percent on 3-pointers and
64.4 percent at the free-throw line.

Handle With Care:

St. Norbert has taken 211 more
field-goal attempts than its oppo-
nents this season thanks to taking
good care of the basketball. St.
Norbert has just 208 turnovers to its
opponents” 333.

The Green Knights are currently
eighth in Division III in fewest
turnovers per game at 13.0 per
game. St. Norbert is also third in

assist-to-turnover ratio at plus-1.34.

Thomas More leads in assist-to-
turnover ratio at plus-1.96 and
fewest turnovers per game at 11.4.

Additionally, junior guard Regan
Carmichael is ninth nationally in
assist-to-turnover ratio at plus-2.82
and junior guard Jill Kleiman is
20th at plus-2.4.

Tilley Talk:

With a 64-41 win over Lake Forest
on Nov. 19, 2014, St. Norbert coach
Connie Tilley moved into sole
possession of 10th place in Division
III women’s basketball history for
career wins with 611.

Tilley, who now has 643 career
wins, passed Susan Dunagan for
10th place in career wins. Dunagan
coached at Roanoke from 1982 to
2014. Johns Hopkins coach Nancy
Funk currently has 644 wins to
stand in ninth place.

Tilley has wins over 79 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (66),
Ripon (58) and Beloit (55).

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert’s scoring defense of
50.8 points per game is 19th in
Division III. That mark also leads
the Midwest Conference ahead of
Cornell's 52.6 points allowed per
game.

* - St. Norbert is 165-4 in its last
169 games when scoring at least 70
points and has a 33-game winning
streak when reaching the 70-point
plateau. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 337-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 176-44 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in seven of the last eight seasons,
with six years with at least 20 wins.
The 107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is
the best five-year stretch in pro-
gram history.
