The Series:
St. Norbert leads UW-Platteville 5-1 in a series dating back to the 1981-82

season. This is the first meeting in De Pere since St. Norbert topped the
Pioneers 73-64 on Nov. 22, 1991 at Schuldes Sports Center.

Last Meeting:
St. Norbert topped UW-Platteville 61-58 at the Wartburg AmericInn

Holiday Classic on Dec. 29, 2009 at Levick Arena in Waverly, Iowa. The
Green Knights got 17 points and six assists from Stefanie Bunday, while
Rachel Hermus added 16 points and 10 rebounds. Stacia Nemitz led the
Pioneers with 13 points, while Charity Stotmeister added 11 points.

The Coaches:
St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 631-282 in her

39th season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 959-479 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s 631
wins ranks 10th all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division III histo-
ry. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years, 1971-2012) has spent
more time coaching women’s basketball at one school.

Entering Friday’s game with Silver Lake, UW-Platteville coach Megan
Wilson (UW-Stevens Point, 2003) is 47-81 in her sixth season in Platteville.

About the Green Knights:
St. Norbert enters the game 0-1 overall. The Green Knights opened the

2015-16 season with a 62-60 loss Saturday at St. Thomas, which is ranked
No. 18 in the D3hoops.com Top 25. St. Norbert is picked by the Midwest
Conference to win its third consecutive conference title this season in the
league’s pre-season poll.

points and six rebounds. Senior
guard Stephanie Weigman added
10 points and four rebounds. Junior
guard Jill Kleiman totaled nine
points, six assists and four steals.
Junior center Mallory Nickerson
finished with seven points.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 60.0 points per game, and is
shooting 42.3 percent from the
floor, 30.0 percent on 3-pointers and
59.1 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 62.0 points per game while
shooting 44.9 percent from the
floor, 36.8 percent on 3-pointers and
78.6 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Pioneers:
UW-Platteville entered Friday’s

game with Silver Lake at 0-1 overall
after opening the season with a 52-
51 loss to Ripon at home Tuesday.
The Pioneers, 15-11 a year ago, were
selected to finish eighth in the
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference pre-season poll.

Junior Morgan Hartman led the
Pioneers against Ripon with 12
points and seven rebounds. Junior
center Elisa Bilderback added eight
points and four rebounds, while
freshman guard Morgan Horstman
added seven points and four
rebounds.

Platteville is scoring an average of
51.0 points per game, and is shoot-
ing 34.5 percent from the floor, 50.0
percent on 3-pointers and 62.5 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 52.0 points per game while
shooting 34.4 percent from the
floor, 25.0 percent on 3-pointers and
70.0 percent at the free-throw line.

Schedule Snippets:
St. Norbert head coach Connie

Tilley is noted for her strong out-of-
conference schedules, and the 2015-
16 season proves to be no different.

The Green Knights opened the
regular season at St. Thomas, which
was ranked No. 18 in the
D3hoops.com Top 25 at the time of
the game and resulted in a narrow
62-60 loss for St. Norbert.

St. Norbert then plays its final
four non-conference games against
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference foes in UW-Platteville,
UW-Eau Claire, UW-Oshkosh and
UW-Stevens Point.

The Green Knights played all five
of their regular-season non-

conference games against WIAC
foes last season, going 3-2. St.
Norbert beat regular-season cham-
pion UW-Superior 76-46 and
NCAA Tournament qualifier UW-
Oshkosh 62-50.

Under Tilley, the Green Knights
are 73-82 all-time against the
WIAC. Since 2005-06, St. Norbert is
16-14 against the league.

Tilley Talk:
With a 64-41 win over Lake Forest

on Nov. 19, 2014, St. Norbert coach
Connie Tilley moved into sole
possession of 10th place in  Division
III women’s basketball history for
career wins with 611.

Tilley, who now has 631 career
wins, passed Susan Dunagan for
10th place in career wins. Dunagan
coached at Roanoke from 1982 to
2014. Johns Hopkins coach Nancy
Funk currently has 638 wins to
stand in ninth place.

Tilley has wins over 79 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (65),
Ripon (57) and Beloit (54).

Jump Shots:
* - St. Norbert is favored to win its

third consecutive MWC title in the
league’s pre-season coaches’ poll.
The Green Knights received all 10
eligible first-place votes from the
league’s coaches for 100 points.
Carroll was picked for second with
the other first-place vote and 84
points. Cornell was picked for third
with 77 points and Lake Forest was
tabbed for fourth place with 74
points.

* - St. Norbert is 158-4 in its last
162 games when scoring at least 70
points. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 331-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 164-41 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in seven of the last eight seasons,
with six years with at least 20 wins.
The 107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is
the best five-year stretch in pro-
gram history.
