Senior guard Regan Carmichael
has moved into the team scoring
lead with an average of 11.8 points
per game. Senior guard Brianna
Byrne is netting 11.7 points per
game while shooting 48.4 percent
from beyond the three-point arc.
Sophomore center Sarah Ratajczyk
is averaging 7.4 points per game,
while senior guard Jill Kleiman is
averaging 7.3 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 64.6 points per game, and is
shooting 42.0 percent from the
floor, 36.0 percent on 3-pointers and
65.8 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 48.7 points per game while
shooting 32.6 percent from the
floor, 27.7 percent on 3-pointers and
65.6 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters the game 11-6 over-
all and sits in third place in the
Midwest Conference with a 9-3
mark. The Red Hawks have won
their last three games, including a
72-55 home win over Illinois
College this past Saturday.

Sophomore  center  Maggie
Oimoen leads the Red Hawks with
averages of 14.5 points and 7.0
rebounds per game. Senior forward
Nicole Herkert is averaging 7.9
points and 5.6 rebounds per game,

while  junior guard Emma
McDonald is producing 6.9 points
per game.

Ripon is scoring an average of
63.5 points per game and is shoot-
ing 42.8 percent from the floor, 34.7
percent on 3-pointers and 65.5 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 57.1 points per game while
shooting 34.2 percent from the
floor, 30.7 percent on 3-pointers and
67.0 percent at the free-throw line.

Byrne Bullets:

Senior guard Brianna Byrne
enters the game with 1,123 career
points. Byrne is 12th in career scor-
ing. Becky Dickhut is 11th on the
all-time scoring list with 1,156
points from 1978-82.

Byrne became just the 15th player

in the history of the St. Norbert
women'’s basketball program to
reach the 1,000-point plateau dur-
ing a 69-47 win over Randolph on
Dec. 17.

Tilley Talk:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley
has 665 career wins to sit in seventh
place all-time in wins among
NCAA Division IIl women’s basket-
ball coaches.

Tilley passed Southern Maine’s
Gary Fifield for the No. 7 spot on
the list with a 72-48 win over
Monmouth on Jan. 14. Fifield won
660 games at Southern Maine from
1988-2015.

Tilley has wins over 81 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (69),
Ripon (60) and Beloit (57).

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert is 10th in Division
III in scoring defense, allowing just
48.7 points per game. It is the best
defensive mark in the Midwest
Conference, just ahead of Cornell’s
52.9 points allowed per game.

* - St. Norbert is 19th in Division
III in three-point field goal percent-
age at 36.0 percent. Catholic is the
national leader at 42.1 percent.

* - St. Norbert is 174-4 in its last
178 games when scoring at least 70
points and has a 41-game winning
streak when reaching the 70-point
plateau. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 346-23
when scoring at least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 197-49 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in eight of the last nine seasons,
with seven years with at least 20
wins. The 107 wins from 2008 to
2012 is the best five-year stretch in
program history.
