   St. Norbert leads Lake Forest 47-21 in a hotly contested series begun in
the 1983-84 season. The Green Knights have won 18 of the last 20 games in
the series.
   St. Norbert leads Grinnell 35-0 in an all-time series dating back to the
1992-93 season.

Last Meetings:
   St. Norbert defeated Lake Forest 65-44 on Feb. 14, 2017 at Kress Center in
Green Bay. The Green Knights led 36-21 at halftime en route to the win.
Mallory Nickerson led St. Norbert with 15 points, while Regan Carmichael
added 14 points. Bridget Bilek led the Foresters with 14 points, while
Hannah O’Day added 10 points. 
   St. Norbert topped Grinnell 59-44 on Feb. 11, 2017 at Darby Gym in
Grinnell, Iowa. The Green Knights led 27-17 at halftime. Brianna Byrne led
St. Norbert with 16 points while Jill Kleiman added 10 points. Kayla
Morrissey topped the Pioneers with 13 points.

The Coaches:
   St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley (UW-La Crosse, 1974) is 679-296 in her
41st season in De Pere. Combining her softball and volleyball coaching
tenures with the Green Knights, Tilley is 1,007-493 at St. Norbert. Tilley’s
679 wins ranks seventh all-time for the most triumphs in NCAA Division
III history. Only Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman (42 years, 1971-2012)
has spent more time coaching women’s basketball at one school.
   Lake Forest coach Tamlyn Tills (UW-La Crosse, 1982) is 110-120 in her
tenth season in Lake Forest.
   Grinnell coach Dana Harrold (Dubuque, 2004) is 49-63 in her fifth season
in Grinnell.

   St. Norbert enters the week with a
7-4 overall record. The Green
Knights rallied in the second half to
earn a 57-47 win over Monmouth
this past Saturday in De Pere. St.
Norbert has won its last two games
and five of last six games overall. 
   Sophomore forward Sarah
Wiseman leads the Green Knights
in scoring at 13.2 points per game.
Junior center Sarah Ratajczyk is
averaging 11.3 points and 6.7
rebounds per game, while sopho-
more forward Sarah Neumann is
collecting 11.0 points and 6.2
rebounds per game. Sophomore
guard Macie Zurfluh is averaging
8.3 points per game.
   St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 58.6 points per game, and is
shooting 39.7 percent from the
floor, 32.5 percent on 3-pointers and
65.6 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 53.5 points per game while
shooting 36.1 percent from the
floor, 25.3 percent on 3-pointers and
68.6 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Foresters:
   Lake Forest enters the game 10-11
overall and 8-6 in the Midwest
Conference. The Foresters have
won their last two games, including
a 66-45 home win over Ripon this
past Saturday.
   Freshman guard Kelsey Burton
leads the Foresters with 14.4 points
and 8.0 rebounds per game. Junior
forward Hannah O’Day is averag-
ing 11.3 points per game, while jun-
ior forward Hannah Hiland is net-
ting 10.1 points per game.
Freshman guard Jaianna Brooks is
scoring 7.6 points per game.
   Lake Forest is scoring an average
of 65.0 points per game and is
shooting 35.7 percent from the
floor, 30.0 percent on 3-pointers and
73.5 percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 67.0 points per game while
shooting 38.2 percent from the
floor, 29.0 percent on 3-pointers and
63.5 percent at the free-throw line.

About the Pioneers:
   Grinnell enters Wednesday’s
game at Knox 7-11 overall and 4-9
in the Midwest Conference. The
Pioneers lost a 68-67 home decision
to Illinois College Saturday.
   Senior forward Kayla Morrissey

is averaging 20.8 points and 8.4
rebounds per game. Freshman
guard Tyria Heath is averaging 12.4
points per game, while junior guard
Regan Kasprak is netting 11.1
points per game.
   Grinnell is scoring an average of
62.1 points per game, and is shoot-
ing 37.8 percent from the floor, 28.7
percent on 3-pointers and 71.2 per-
cent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 66.8 points per game while
shooting 40.3 percent from the
floor, 33.6 percent on 3-pointers and
65.6 percent at the free-throw line.

Tilley Talk:
   St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley
has 679 career wins to sit in seventh
place all-time in wins among
NCAA Division III women’s basket-
ball coaches. 
   Tilley passed Southern Maine’s
Gary Fifield for the No. 7 spot on
the list with a 72-48 win over
Monmouth on Jan. 14, 2017. Fifield
won 660 games at Southern Maine
from 1988-2015.
   Tilley trails Elizabethtown’s
Yvonne Kauffman by 10 games for
sixth place on the list. Kauffman
went 689-328 in 42 seasons (1971-
2012).
   Tilley has wins over 81 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (70),
Ripon (62) and Beloit (58).

Jump Shots:
   * - St. Norbert is 179-4 in its last
183 games when scoring at least 70
points and has a 44-game winning
streak when reaching the 70-point
plateau. St. Norbert had a 60-game
winning streak when scoring 70
points snapped in a 77-72 loss to
Monmouth on Feb. 3, 2012. Under
Connie Tilley, St. Norbert is 351-23
when scoring at least 70 points.
   * - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 211-55 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in nine of the last 10 seasons, with
eight years with at least 20 wins.
The 107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is
the best five-year stretch in pro-
gram history.
