Junior guard Macie Zurfluh flirt-
ed with a triple double against
Lake Forest, finishing with 14
points, nine assists and seven
rebounds. She leads the Green
Knights in scoring at 12.6 points
per game. Senior center Sarah
Ratajczyk, who posted a career-
high 22 points against Lake Forest,
is averaging 9.0 points and 8.6
rebounds per game. Senior guard
Christine Olijnyk is averaging 8.9
points per game. Sophomore
guard Olivia DeCleene, who
matched a career high with 17
points against Lake Forest, is aver-
aging 8.5 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 60.1 points per game, and is
shooting 38.9 percent from the
floor, 24.2 percent on 3-pointers
and 66.1 percent at the free-throw
line. Opponents are scoring an
average of 62.9 points per game
while shooting 41.4 percent from
the floor, 35.3 percent on 3-point-
ers and 67.7 percent at the free-
throw line.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters the game 9-7 over-
all and is tied with Monmouth
atop the Midwest Conference with
an 8-1 mark. The Red Hawks, who
have won their last six games,
defeated Beloit 65-59 in a
Wednesday road win.

Senior center Maggie Oimoen
leads the Red Hawks with aver-
ages of 14.0 points and 8.3
rebounds per game. Sophomore
forward Natalie Geiger is averag-
ing 8.4 points per game, while
sophomore guard Jesi Nay is net-
ting 7.8 points per game. Junior
guard Alyassa Burgess is averag-
ing 6.7 points and 6.3 rebounds
per game.

Ripon is scoring an average of
58.2 points per game and is shoot-
ing 40.0 percent from the floor,
29.8 percent on 3-pointers and 63.9
percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 53.9 points per game while
shooting 33.9 percent from the
floor, 23.3 percent on 3-pointers
and 63.6 percent at the free-throw

line.

Tilley Talk:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley
has 687 career wins to sit in sev-
enth place all-time in wins among
NCAA Division III women’s bas-
ketball coaches.

The 2018-19 season will be
Tilley’s 42nd and last with the
Green Knights after announcing
on Jan. 4 her intention to retire at
the end of the season.

Tilley passed Southern Maine’s
Gary Fifield for the No. 7 spot on
the list with a 72-48 win over
Monmouth on Jan. 14, 2017. Fifield
won 660 games at Southern Maine
from 1988-2015.

Tilley trails Elizabethtown’s
Yvonne Kauffman by two games
for sixth place on the list.
Kauffman went 689-328 in 42 sea-
sons (1971-2012).

Tilley has wins over 81 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (70),
Ripon (63) and Beloit (60).

St. Norbert has appeared in 28
Midwest Conference Tournaments
or championship games in 35 sea-
sons in the league.

Jump Shots:

* - Senior center Sarah
Ratajczyk’s 22 points against Lake
Forest on Wednesday is a season-
high for any Green Knight this
season. It was also the first 20-
point game this season for a St.
Norbert player.

* - St. Norbert is 182-5 in its last
187 games when scoring at least 70
points. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 354-24 when scoring at
least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 219-67 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19
games in nine of the last 11 sea-
sons, with eight years with at least
20 wins. The 107 wins from 2008 to
2012 is the best five-year stretch in
program history.
