6 ledger in the Midwest
Conference. The Green Knights
have been off since a 67-58 loss
Saturday at Ripon.

Junior guard Macie Zurfluh
leads the Green Knights in scoring
at 12.6 points per game. Senior
center Sarah Ratajczyk, the reign-
ing MWC Player of the Week, is
averaging 9.3 points and 8.4
rebounds per game. Senior guard
Christine Olijnyk is averaging 8.8
points per game, while sophomore
guard Olivia DeCleene is netting
8.5 points per game. Junior for-
ward Sarah Neumann is averaging
8.3 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 60.0 points per game, and is
shooting 38.6 percent from the
floor, 24.6 percent on 3-pointers
and 66.1 percent at the free-throw
line.

Tilley Talk:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley
has 687 career wins to sit in sev-
enth place all-time in wins among
NCAA Division III women’s bas-
ketball coaches.

The 2018-19 season will be
Tilley’s 42nd and last with the
Green Knights after announcing
on Jan. 4 her intention to retire at
the end of the season.

Tilley passed Southern Maine’s
Gary Fifield for the No. 7 spot on
the list with a 72-48 win over
Monmouth on Jan. 14, 2017. Fifield
won 660 games at Southern Maine
from 1988-2015.

Tilley trails Elizabethtown’s
Yvonne Kauffman by two games
for sixth place on the list.
Kauffman went 689-328 in 42 sea-
sons (1971-2012).

Tilley has wins over 81 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (70),
Ripon (63) and Beloit (60).

St. Norbert has appeared in 28
Midwest Conference Tournaments
or championship games in 35 sea-
sons in the league.
