The Green Knights
have won six of their last seven
games to move within one game of
third place in the league stand-
ings. St. Norbert topped Lawrence
61-48 on Thursday in Appleton.

Senior guard Macie Zurfluh, the
reigning MWC Player of the Week,
leads the Green Knights with an
average of 12.9 points per game.
Senior center Sarah Ratajczyk has
improved her season totals to 10.3
points and 8.1 rebounds per game
while shooting 66.9 percent from
the floor. Sophomore guard Olivia
DeCleene is averaging 8.7 points
per game, while senior guard
Christine Olijnyk is averaging 8.1
points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 59.8 points per game, and is
shooting 38.9 percent from the
floor, 24.5 percent on 3-pointers
and 66.4 percent at the free-throw
line. Opponents are scoring an
average of 61.4 points per game
while shooting 41.2 percent from
the floor, 31.9 percent on 3-point-
ers and 65.7 percent at the free-
throw line.

About the Lady Blues:

llinois College enters the game
9-11 overall and 5-8 in the
Midwest Conference. The Lady
Blues have won their last three
games, including a 72-62 home
win over Knox on Thursday.

Senior guard Brielle Greenleaf
leads the Lady Blues in scoring,
averaging 14.0 points per game.
Junior forward Carly Cameron is
averaging 11.2 points per game
while grabbing a team-high 6.6
rebounds per game. Junior guard
Grace Yaunches comes off the
bench to average 8.8 points per
game, while senior guard Sydney
Lett is collecting 8.5 points per
game.

Ilinois College is scoring an
average of 66.8 points per game
and is shooting 39.8 percent from
the floor, 29.4 percent on 3-point-
ers and 70.8 percent at the free-
throw line. Opponents are scoring
an average of 67.6 points per game
while shooting 39.5 percent from
the floor, 34.9 percent on 3-point-

ers and 68.9 percent at the free-
throw line.

Tilley Talk:

St. Norbert coach Connie Tilley
has 690 career wins to move into
sixth place all-time in wins among
NCAA Division III women’s bas-
ketball coaches.

Tilley moved past
Elizabethtown’s Yvonne Kauffman
for sixth place on the list with a
win over Lawrence on Jan. 31.
Kauffman went 689-328 in 42 sea-
sons (1971-2012).

The 2018-19 season will be
Tilley’s 42nd and last with the
Green Knights after announcing
on Jan. 4 her intention to retire at
the end of the season. St. Norbert
is 6-2 since the announcement.

Tilley has wins over 81 different
schools, including all eight
Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference members. Her most
wins against a single opponent
have come against Midwest
Conference foes Lawrence (71),
Ripon (63) and Beloit (60).

St. Norbert has appeared in 28
Midwest Conference Tournaments
or championship games in 35 sea-
sons in the league.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert comfortably leads
the Midwest Conference in
turnover margin. The Green
Knights are plus-3.40 in turnover
margin in comparison to their
opponents. St. Norbert is averag-
ing 14.6 turnovers per game, while
its opponents are averaging 18.
Lake Forest is second at plus-1.15.

* - St. Norbert is 182-5 in its last
187 games when scoring at least 70
points. Under Connie Tilley, St.
Norbert is 354-24 when scoring at
least 70 points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 222-68 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19
games in nine of the last 11 sea-
sons, with eight years with at least
20 wins. The 107 wins from 2008 to
2012 is the best five-year stretch in
program history.
