About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the week with
a 4-11 overall record and a 3-5
slate in the Midwest Conference.
The Green Knights, who have won
three of their last four games, are
coming off a 69-63 overtime home
win over Knox this past Saturday.

Senior guard Macie Zurfluh tops
St. Norbert offensively with an
average of 12.5 points and 6.1
rebounds per game. Sophomore
forward Kaycee Gierczak is total-
ing 10.8 points and 6.1 rebounds
per game. Sophomore forward
Jessica Boerner is averaging 7.3
points per game, while junior
guard Olivia DeCleene is averag-
ing 6.0 points per game.

St. Norbert is scoring an average
of 55.3 points per game, and is
shooting 38.4 percent from the
floor, 20.1 percent on 3-pointers
and 54.5 percent at the free-throw
line. Opponents are scoring an
average of 62.9 points per game
while shooting 40.6 percent from
the floor, 30.0 percent on 3-point-
ers and 68.8 percent at the free-
throw line.

About the Foresters:

Lake Forest enters the game 7-7
overall and 4-3 in the Midwest
Conference. The Foresters, whose
game against Cornell on Saturday
was postponed due to weather, are
coming off a 64-54 road win over
Lawrence last Wednesday.

Junior guard Kelsey Burton is
averaging 13.6 points and 6.6
rebounds per game. Freshman
guard Kaley Sheehan is totaling
10.4 points per game, while sopho-
more guard Meona Feather is
averaging 8.5 points per game.
Senior guard Zaria Sydnor is net-
ting an average of 8.4 points per
game.

Lake Forest is scoring an aver-
age of 66.7 points per game and is

shooting 39.1 percent from the
floor, 31.2 percent on 3-pointers
and 72.8 percent at the free-throw
line. Opponents are scoring an
average of 66.7 points per game
while shooting 37.5 percent from
the floor, 31.8 percent on 3-point-
ers and 73.1 percent at the free-
throw line.

About the Red Hawks:

Ripon enters Wednesday’s game
with Beloit at 12-3 overall and 8-0
in the Midwest Conference. The
Red Hawks have won their last six
games, including an 82-61 home
win this past Saturday over
linois College.

Freshman forward Alison Leslie
is averaging a team-high 13.9
points per game. Senior guard
Alyassa Burgess is averaging 12.6
points and a team-high 7.7
rebounds per game. Freshman for-
ward Bonnie Jensen is averaging
7.9 points per game, while fresh-
man guard Kiana Fall is netting an
average of 6.0 points per game.

Ripon is scoring an average of
65.5 points per game while shoot-
ing 42.2 percent from the floor,
35.5 percent on 3-pointers and 67.2
percent at the free-throw line.
Opponents are scoring an average
of 55.5 points per game while
shooting 35.1 percent from the
floor, 27.2 percent on 3-pointers
and 63.7 percent at the free-throw
line.

Jump Shots:

* - St. Norbert’s 69-63 overtime
win over Knox on Saturday was its
first overtime win in almost six
years. The last was a 75-72 double-
overtime win over Illinois College
on Feb. 22, 2014.

* - St. Norbert is 184-6 in its last
190 games when scoring at least 70
points.

* - St. Norbert owns an impres-
sive 229-82 record since the start of
the 2007-08 season. The Green
Knights have won at least 19 games
in nine of the last 12 seasons, with
eight years with at least 20 wins.
The 107 wins from 2008 to 2012 is
the best five-year stretch in pro-
gram history.
