The Green Knights are 224-36-22 in
the last nine-plus seasons. Coghlin’s
358 wins as a coach in the NCHA is
12 short of Bemidji State’s Bob
Peters” record of 370 (St. Norbert
did not play in the NCHA in
Coghlin’s first year).

UW-Stevens Point coach Wil
Nichol (UW-Stevens Point, 1998) is
45-35-7 in his fourth season in
Stevens Point.

Last Year:

St. Norbert swept all four games
with UW-Stevens Point. The Green
Knights claimed a 9-3 and 2-0 week-
end series sweep at the Cornerstone
Community Center on Nov. 13-14
and picked up a 3-1 win on Jan. 28
at Willett Arena.

The Green Knights pumped in six
power-play goals in the 9-3 win,
with Matt Boyd scoring twice. Tyler
Allen and Nick Tabisz scored sec-
ond-period goals for St. Norbert in
game two with B.]. O’Brien register-
ing an 18-save shutout. At Stevens
Point, Kurt Astle, Allen and Johan
Ryd all scored for the Green
Knights.

The Green Knights then beat
Stevens Point 7-1 last Feb. 27 in a
NCHA Peters Cup semifinal game
at the Cornerstone Community
Center. The game was marred by
117 penalty minutes, including 92
by Stevens Point. Astle scored two
goals as six different skaters scored.
O’Brien made 23 saves for St.
Norbert, while Nick Graves made
45 stops for the Pointers.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert, ranked third in this
week’s USCHO.com Division III
Poll, stands at 3-1 overall and 2-0 in
the NCHA after splitting a pair of
non-conference games against
MIAC foes last weekend. The Green
Knights fell to Hamline 4-3 Friday
before topping Bethel 3-2 Saturday
to salvage the split.

Junior forward Johan Ryd leads
the Green Knights offensively with
two goals and four assists for six

points. Senior forward Scott Pulak
has six assists for six points, while
junior forward Seth Soley has five
assists for five points. Senior for-
ward Brandon Longley has a team-
high four goals for four point.

Senior goaltender B.J. O’Brien
owns a 2-1 record with 2.72 goals
against average and .864 save per-
centage. Freshman Mike Martin
picked up his first collegiate win in
the Bethel game and holds a 1-0
record with a 2.00 goals against
average and .920 save percentage.

St. Norbert is 4-for-19 (21.1 per-
cent) on the power play and is 10-
for-14 (71.4 percent) on the penalty
kill.

About the Pointers:

UW-Stevens Point, ranked tenth
in this week’s USCHO.com Division
III Poll, enters the weekend at 4-1
overall and 2-0 in the NCHA. The
Pointers dropped their season
opener to Lawrence 5-4 on Oct. 23,
but then swept St. Scholastica 7-1
and 4-3 the following weekend.
Stevens Point defeated Bethel 2-0
and Hamline 5-1 in Minnesota this
past weekend.

Sophomore forward Alex Handy
leads the Pointers in scoring with
three goals and three assists for six
points.  Junior forwards Jon
Madden and Harrison Niemann
each have two goals and three
assists for five points. Junior for-
ward Chad Boeckman and fresh-
man forward Max Bobrow each
have one goal and four assists for
five points. Sophomore forward
Johnny Meo shares the team lead in
goals with three and also has one
assist for four points.

Sophomore goaltender Nick
Graves is off to a hot start this sea-
son, owning a 4-0 record with a 1.25
goals against average and .956 save
percentage.

Stevens Point is 9-for-32 (28.1 per-
cent) on the power play and 21-for-
25 (84.0 percent) on the penalty kill.

Against the Pointers:

Senior goaltender B.J. O’'Brien is
one of a few St. Norbert players
who have solid lifetime numbers
against UW-Stevens Point. O’Brien



is 5-0 all-time with a 1.86 goals
against average and .909 save per-
centage in six career games against
UW-Stevens Point. O’Brien picked
up wins in all four games St.
Norbert faced the Pointers last sea-
son.

Senior forward Scott Pulak has
played 10 games against the
Pointers and has tallied 11 points,
scoring two goals and nine assists.

Senior defenseman Nick Tabisz
has four goals and six assists for 10
points in 10 games.

Senior forward Kurt Astle faced
the Pointers twice last season, and
scored three goals in the two games.

One-Goal Observations:

St. Norbert is 1-1 this season in
one-goal games after having a pair
of close games this past weekend.

The Green Knights finished 4-2 in
one-goal games last season. St.
Norbert topped Lawrence 2-1 on
Nov. 27 and UW-Eau Claire 3-2 on
Jan. 15 while losing to St.
Scholastica 4-3 in overtime on Dec.
4. St. Norbert then beat Adrian 4-3
in a first-round NCAA Tournament
game on March 10 and topped
Oswego State in another 4-3 thriller
in the national semifinals. Norwich
beat St. Norbert 2-1 in double over-
time in the national title game.

St. Norbert had 11 one-goal
games in 2008-09, going 6-5 in those
situations en route to a 19-8-1 sea-
son. During the national champi-
onship season with a record of 27-1-
4 in 2008, the Green Knights were
an unblemished 8-0 in one-goal
games.

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
56-50 in one-goal games.

St. Norbert was 7-0 last season in
games decided by two goals, and
was 12-2 in games decided by at
least three goals.

Home Sweet Cornerstone:

When 14th century poet Dante
Alighieri was penning his master-
work The Divine Comedy and the
immortal line, “All hope abandon
ye who enter here,” he could have
easily been referring to visiting
hockey teams at the Cornerstone
Community Center.

St. Norbert is 120-8-6 in its last 134
games at the  Cornerstone
Community Center.

In the last nine seasons, the Green
Knights are a sparkling 133-11-8 at
the Cornerstone, with three losses
and one tie coming to national
champion UW-Superior during the
2001-02 season.

All-time, St. Norbert is 142-15-9 at
the Cornerstone Community
Center, which includes a 9-4-1 mark
there its first season in the building
in 2000-01. Under Tim Coghlin, St.
Norbert is 221-37-15 at home, which
includes games at Brown County
Arena, Resch Center and De Pere
Ice Arena.

Tough After Two:

St. Norbert has continued its
long-standing tradition of being
tough to beat when leading after
two periods. The Green Knights are
2-0 this season after going 20-0-1
last year when leading after the first
40 minutes of action.

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
201-1-2 at home when up after two
periods.

St. Norbert had a home unbeaten
streak when leading after two peri-
ods of 200 games (197-0-3) before it
was snapped by UW-Stout in a 4-3
overtime loss on Feb. 7, 2009.

At home, St. Norbert is 219-2-3 in
school history when leading after
two periods. The Green Knights'
lone other loss when up after two
periods on their own ice came on
Nov. 18, 1989 in a 3-1 loss to
Augsburg when St. Norbert lost a 1-
0 lead.

St. Norbert had an overall 247-
game unbeaten streak (240-0-7)
when leading after two periods
stretching over almost 12 years until
St. Scholastica beat the Green
Knights 3-2 on Jan. 19, 2007. It was
the Green Knights’ first loss in such
a situation since a 5-4 overtime loss
at UW-Eau Claire on Jan. 21, 1995.
