The Coaches:

St. Norbert coach Tim Coghlin
(UW-Stevens Point, 1989) is 405-
113-45 in his 19th season in De Pere.
The Green Knights are 261-44-28 in
the last ten-plus seasons. Coghlin’s
395 wins as a coach in the NCHA is
the league record, 25 more than
Bemidji State’s Bob Peters’ 370 wins.
Coghlin’s five NCAA champi-
onship game appearances are the
second most in Division III history.
Coghlin became just the 37th coach
in college hockey history (all divi-
sions) to win 400 games when St.
Norbert beat UW-Stout 4-2 on Jan.
20.

UW-Eau Claire coach Matt Loen
(UW-Eau Claire, 1995) is 60-66-10 in
his fifth season in Eau Claire.

This Year:

St. Norbert owns a 3-0 record
against UW-Eau Claire this season.

The Green Knights won 3-2 on
Nov. 18 at Hobbs Ice Center in Eau
Claire. Cody Keefer scored twice
for St. Norbert, while Seth Soley
added a goal for the Green Knights.
Tyler Jundt and Jon Waggoner
scored for Eau Claire. David
Jacobson made 24 saves for St.
Norbert, while Brandon
Stephenson made 25 for the
Blugolds.

The Green Knights swept the
series at Eau Claire with a 5-2 win
on Nov. 19. The Blugolds led 2-0
after the first period behind goals
from Andrew Wilcox and Jared
Williams, but the Green Knights
answered with two goals from
Soley and one each from Keefer,
Johan Ryd and Mason Baptista.
Jacobson made 33 saves for St.
Norbert, while Andrew Martin had
13 for Eau Claire.

St. Norbert rallied for a 5-4 win
over Eau Claire on Jan. 28 at the
Cornerstone Community Center.
Eau Claire led 4-2 in the second
period before Kyle Stroh’s short-
handed marker pulled the Green
Knights to within 4-3. Chris Rial
tied the game early in the third peri-
od, and Joe Perry scored the game-
winner with 1:49 left. Jacobson

made 11 saves for the Green
Knights, while Stephenson made 24
stops for Eau Claire.

About the Green Knights:

St. Norbert enters the game with
a 15-5-5 overall record and a No. 6
ranking in this week’s USCHO.com
Division III Poll. The Green
Knights finished 12-4-2 in the
Northern  Collegiate = Hockey
Association to lock up their 13th
regular-season league champi-
onship. The Green Knights have
been idle since Feb. 10, when they
beat UW-Stout 4-2 at the
Cornerstone Community Center.

Senior forward Johan Ryd, the
2012 NCHA Player of the Year,
leads the team in scoring with 14
goals and 19 assists for 33 points.
Junior forward Kyle Stroh has nine
goals and 16 assists for 25 points.
Freshman forward Cullen
Bradshaw has six goals and 19
assists for 25 points. Senior forward
Seth Soley has 12 goals and 10
assists for 22 points. Sophomore
forward Joe Perry has eight goals
and 14 assists for 22 points, while
senior forward Alain Joanette has
six goals and 16 assists for 22
points.

Freshman goaltender David
Jacobson owns a 13-2-3 record this
season with a 1.82 goals against
average and .925 save percentage.
Sophomore Travis Bosch is 2-3-1
with a 3.61 GAA and .840 save per-
centage.

St. Norbert is 30-for-120 (25.0 per-
cent) on the power play and is 94-
for-107 (87.9 percent) on the penalty
kill.

About the Blugolds:

UW-Eau Claire enters the game
with a 13-11-3 overall record. The
Blugolds finished sixth in the
Northern  Collegiate = Hockey
Association with a 5-11-2 record,
but swept No. 3 seeding UW-River
Falls 3-1 and 2-1 last weekend in
River Falls to advance to the semifi-
nals for the first time since 2008.
The Blugolds were 0-5-2 in their last
seven games heading into the River
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Falls series.

Junior forward Jordan Singer
leads Eau Claire with 14 goals and
six assists for 20 points. Senior for-
ward Tyler Romasco has two goals
and 18 assists for 20 points.
Freshman forward Ross Anderson
has fashioned 10 goals and seven
assists for 17 points, while junior
forward Kurt Weston has totaled
seven goals and eight assists for 15
points.

Junior  goaltender  Brandon
Stephenson owns a 10-8-3 record
with a 2.18 goals against average
and .912 save percentage. Backup
Andrew Martin, a freshman, is 3-3
with a 2.95 goals against average
and .884 save percentage.

Eau Claire is 12-for-120 (10.0 per-
cent) on the power play and is 90-
for-110 (81.8 percent) on the penalty
kill.

Peters Cup Patter:

Since the 1996-97 season, St.
Norbert has played just two NCHA
Peters Cup Playoff series/rounds on
the road. The Green Knights, after a
third-place finish in the NCHA in
2000-01, played at UW-River Falls
in the semifinal round and were
eliminated 1-0 in an overtime mini-
game. St. Norbert’s 3-0 loss at UW-
Superior in the NCHA Semifinals in
2009 was just the second round of
action the Green Knights have had
to play on the road in Peters Cup
Playoff play in the last 15 years.

St. Norbert finished second in
1999-2000 but was eliminated in the
semifinals at the De Pere Ice Arena
in a mini-game by UW-Superior.
The Green Knights were seeded sec-
ond in 2007 but hosted the champi-
onship after top-seeded River Falls
lost in the semifinals.

Including Saturday’s game with
UW-Eau Claire, St. Norbert has
played 38 of the last 40 NCHA
Peters Cup Playoff rounds it has
played in on home ice. The Green
Knights are 50-12-1 all-time in the
NCHA Peters Cup Playoffs, and are
49-7 at home all-time in the Peters
Cup tournament. St. Norbert has
played only away series against

UW-River Falls (twice) and UW-
Stevens Point and UW-Superior on
the all-time in Peters Cup play -
going 1-5-1 in those games.

Coghlin Count:

St. Norbert head coach Tim
Coghlin brings a record of 405-113-
45 into this Saturday’s game against
UW-Eau Claire.

Coghlin’s next win would move
him into a tie for 36th on the all-
time NCAA hockey coaching wins
list with the legendary “Badger”
Bob Johnson, who was 406-248-27
with stints at Colorado College and
Wisconsin.

Two more wins this season would
move Coghlin into a tie for 33rd
with 407 triumphs. That spot is cur-
rently a three-way tie with John
“Gino” Gasparini of North Dakota,
Mike Gilligan of Salem State and
Vermont and Craig Dahl - most
notably of St. Cloud State.

POTY Parsings:

St. Norbert senior forward Johan
Ryd was honored on Feb. 16 when
he was named the 2012 Northern
Collegiate Hockey Association
Player of the Year.

Ryd’s accolade marks the eighth
time among seven players a St.
Norbert skater has been honored.
Roby Gropp was the first St.
Norbert NCHA Player of the Year
in 1997. Rob Smillie followed in
1998, Adam Sedgwick in 2001,
Maris Ziedins in 2002, Kyle Jones in
both 2006 and 2008 and B.J. O’Brien
in 2011.

Ryd, a Sodertalje, Sweden native,
leads St. Norbert in goals (12),
assists (19) and points (33). He also
has taken just two penalties for four
minutes this season. In 84 career
games, Ryd has 36 goals and 55
assists for 91 points.

Home Sweet Cornerstone:

St. Norbert could probably think
of no place else it would rather be
playing this week than the
Cornerstone Community Center.

St. Norbert is 141-9-7 in its last 157

The Green Knights had a 25-game
home winning streak - the second-
longest in NCAA Division III histo-
ry - snapped with a 2-2 tie to
Gustavus Adolphus on Nov. 4. St.
Norbert also owns the NCAA
Division III record with a 36-game
home winning streak set Oct. 25,
2002 to Oct. 29, 2004.

In the last nine-plus seasons, the
Green Knights are a sparkling 154-
12-9 at the Cornerstone, with three
losses and one tie coming to nation-
al champion UW-Superior during
the 2001-02 season.

All-time, St. Norbert is 162-17-10
at the Cornerstone Community
Center, which includes a 9-4-1 mark
there its first season in the building
in 2000-01. Under Tim Coghlin, St.
Norbert is 240-39-16 at home, which
includes games at Brown County
Arena, Resch Center and De Pere
Ice Arena.

Tough After Two:

St. Norbert improved to 11-1-1
this season when leading after two
periods following a 4-2 win over
UW-Stout on Feb. 10 at the
Cornerstone Community Center.

Under Tim Coghlin, St. Norbert is
an astounding 217-1-2 at home
when up after two periods. The
Green Knights were 13-0 at the
Cornerstone Community Center
last season when leading after 40
minutes.

St. Norbert had a home unbeaten
streak when leading after two peri-
ods of 200 games (197-0-3) before it
was snapped by UW-Stout in a 4-3
overtime loss on Feb. 7, 2009 -
Coghlin’s only home setback when
leading after two.

At home, St. Norbert is 235-2-3 in
school history when leading after
two periods. The Green Knights'
lone other loss when up after two
periods on their own ice came on
Nov. 18, 1989 in a 3-1 loss to
Augsburg when St. Norbert lost a 1-
0 lead.

The Green Knights are 2-3-1 this
season when trailing after two peri-
ods and 2-1-3 when tied after two
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periods. St. Norbert was 0-3 last season
when trailing after two periods. It was
6-0 when tied after two.

Gimme Five:

St. Norbert is unbeaten in its last 244
games when scoring five goals or more
with a 237-0-7 mark since a 7-5 loss to
Bemidji State in De Pere on Jan. 12,
1996.

St. Norbert is 5-21-6 in its last 32
games when allowing five goals or
more dating back to the 1996-97 sea-
son. The only five wins came in a 9-5
win over St. Scholastica on Feb. 20,
1999, a 7-5 win over UW-Stout on Now.
30, 2001, an 8-5 win over UW-Stout on
Jan. 14, 2005, a 7-5 win over UW-
Stevens Point on Feb. 3, 2007 and a 7-5
win over Gustavus Adolphus on Oct.

31, 2008.

The Green Knights have allowed five
goals just 18 times in their last 315
games.

Poll Position:

St. Norbert has been ranked in the
USCHO.com Division III Poll for 187
consecutive weeks. The Green Knights
have been ranked in 225 of 231 polls
conducted since its inception at the
start of the 1998-99 season - the most of
any school in Division IIL

The Green Knights were 6-1 against
ranked teams last season, but had a
six-game winning streak against
nationally ranked foes snapped with
its loss and tie at UW-River Falls Nov.
11-12. St. Norbert swept UW-Eau
Claire on Nov. 18-19. The Green

Knights lost to River Falls on Jan. 27 4-
3 but then beat St. Scholastica 3-1 on
Feb. 4 and UW-Stevens Point 8-3 on
Feb. 9 to improve to 4-2-1 against
nationally ranked teams this season.

During the 187-week stretch of being
ranked, St. Norbert has been No. 1 for
49 weeks - trailing Norwich’s 60 for
most all-time. St. Norbert was rated
No. 1 in the 2003, 2004, 2005, 2007, 2008
and 2011 final polls. The Green
Knights are 71-13-6 all-time when
ranked No. 1.

St. Norbert is 95-38-14 against teams
ranked in the USCHO.com Poll under
Tim Coghlin. The Green Knights are 0-
4 all-time against the No. 1-ranked
team and are 4-5 all-time against the
No. 2-ranked team.
